OVERSEAS ACTIVITIES

Since 1954, the Historiographical Institute has engaged in the collection of unpublished
documents concerning Japan kept in overseas libraries and archives

This project was entrusted to us by the Japan Academy, which had set up the Centre
d’ Information d’ Enquete et d’Echange des Documents Historiques inedits concernant le Japon at
the request by the Seventh Committee of the UAI (Union Academique Internationale).

By 1969, the end of the first phase of the project, we had collected 720, 340 microfilm exposures
in 1,265 spools from 42 institutions in thirteen countries

This work was subsidized by the UAI, the UNESCO’s Conseil International de la Philosophie et
des Sciences Humaines (CIPSH) and the Government of the Netherlands.

The results were compiled and published in a l4-volume catalog titled Historical Documents
Relating to Japan in Foreign Countries: An Inventory of Wicro-film Acquisitions in the Library of
the Historiographical [nstitute, the (niversity of Tokyc during 1963-1969.

With Ffinancial aid from the CIPSH received during the vears 1975 through 19835, we have collected
120, 548 microfilm exposures.As a result, the total number of microfilms collected thus far cxceed
1,300, 000 exposures, in 2,236 spools from 61 institutions in nineteen countries

In order to make these valuable materials, newly placed in storage, available to researchers both
in Japan and foreign countries, the Historiographical Tnstitute has endeavored to compile and
publish a second series of Wicrofilm Acquisition Inveniories. No.13 (New Acquisitions No.1) was
published in 1987.

Since 1974, a series of transcriptions and translations of important documents, selected from
among the microfilms obtained, has been published under the title: Historical Documents in
Foreign Languages Relating to Japan. Also, a set of duplicate films of the collections has been
provided for public use at the Institute
