Listening/Speaking Component

Ms. Chang is a polished professional who expresses herself well in English. .She commands a considerable
lexicon that facilitates her high proficiency in listening comprehension. In this course, she was consistently
willing to prepare at home and participate in and profit from each class meeting, even when the learning task at
hand didn't directly match her ultimate learning aims. The field-specific presentation she gave was that of a
talented professional, and her informal and extemporaneous speeches were colorful and impressive. To make
her speech more native-like, she should seek more opportunities to converse with native English speakers and
make a conscious attempt to further acquire idiomatic English speech constructions. If she continues her present
strategy of closely monitoring her speech for correct number and agreement, the clarity of her speech will
continue to increase. JD

Writing Component

Ms. Chang is a gifted writer. Her e-journals were sensitive and expressive. Her descriptive essays were
detailed and closely observed. Her choice of a topic for the research paper expressed her keen intelligence and
global perspective; she located relevant sources and used the paper as an opportunity to learn a great deal about
her subject. For the oral presentation of her research, she re-thought the whole project so that her presentation
of her material was accessible and interesting to a general audience. She accomplished a great deal during this
semester, and I commend her for her hard work. SAK

Reading/Discussion Component

The effort Ms. Chang put into this class enabled her to make extraordinary progress in her English reading
comprehension skills this semester. She maintained a 100% average on vocabulary tests representative of the
University Word List, and increased her reading speed from an initial 175 wpm to 250-300 wpm on expository
academic text of moderate difficulty. Her thorough preparation for and avid participation in discussions of
narrative fiction added to course content significantly, and she exhibited leadership skills as moderator of a
discussion. She paraphrased and summarized journalistic text adroitly, and analyzed and evaluated articles from
both the popular press and academic journals with finesse and insight. She has a solid understanding of the
requirements of source attribution and bibliographic citation. For further improvement, she should continue to

build her vocabulary by reading widely in English. ES

Grammar/Idioms Component

Ms. Chang has a solid knowledge of English grammar with a few small gaps which she worked hard to fill in
over the course of the semester. Her speaking accuracy showed excellent progress as she became increasingly
effective at monitoring and self-correcting. Her writing showed a good sense of usage, and her work with
passives, conditionals, and modals indicated solid gains in structural competency. Ms. Chang seemed to
especially enjoy studying and acquiring a variety of slang idioms and became quite good at practicing idioms by
working them 1nto every conversation. To guarantee future progress, she should continue with such wise
leamning strategies. JD
