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APPENDI 1: POWERS UNDER THE QUARANTINE ACT
1908

This table contains a summary of most of the powers under the Act thai may
be exercised by a Quarantine Officer or Director of Quarantine. However,
the tabie is not an exhaustive list of powers. You should always refer to the
Act when determining whether you have the power to do a pariicular thing.
