Cabinet Order for Enforcement of Domestic Animal Infectious Diseases Control Law 

(Cabinet Order No. 235, August 31, 1953)
(Excerpt)

<Other domestic animals specified by the Law>

Article 1

Other domestic animals specified by Article 2, paragraph (1) of Domestic Animal Infectious Diseases Control Law (hereinafter referred to as “Law”) shall refer to the animals listed in the right column, under their respective categories of infectious diseases, in the following table.

<Domestic animals to be specified by the Standards of Rearing Hygiene Management>

Article 2

The domestic animals specified by Article 12-3, paragraph (1) of the Law shall refer to cattle, pigs and chickens.
<Exempt from obligation to incinerate carcasses>
Article 4

Exemption from mandatory carcass incineration, described in the proviso of Article 21, paragraph (1) of the Law, shall apply to the following cases when:
i) a carcass of a domestic animal,

· that has been kept by a pharmaceutical manufacturer, which is licensed pursuant to the provision of Article 13, paragraph (1) of the Pharmaceutical Affairs Law (Law No. 145 of 1960), for the purpose of manufacturing a biological product, and has contracted or is suspected of having contracted the disease as a result of the said manufacturing purpose, or

· that has been kept by a person specified by the Japanese Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries under the provision of Article 83, paragraph (1) of the same law, which is replaced by Article 43, paragraph (1) of the same law, for the purpose of testing specified in the same article, has contracted or is suspected of having contracted the disease as a result of the said testing purpose,

is kept in the above manufacturer/person’s facility or other facility designated by the Japanese Minister of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries;

ii) a carcass is listed in the following and has been dissected for partial incineration, burial or rendering under the instruction of an animal health inspector (or an animal quarantine officer in cases pertaining to the inspection specified by Article 46, paragraph (1) of the Law; the same shall apply hereinafter):

a) a carcass of a domestic animal which is suspected of having contracted any of the following diseases: rinderpest, contagious bovine pleuropneumonia, foot-and-mouth disease, anthrax, glanders, or African swine fever but is deemed not transmissible of the infectious agent by a test conducted by an animal health inspector (or the Director General of the Animal Quarantine Service in cases pertaining to the inspection specified by Article 46, paragraph (1) of the Law) under the orders of the relevant prefectural governor;

b) a carcass of a domestic animal which has contracted or is suspected of having contracted any of the following diseases: vesicular stomatitis, Rift Valley fever, hemorrhagic septicemia, classical swine fever, swine vesicular disease, infectious encephalitis, brucellosis, tuberculosis, Johne’s disease, equine infectious anemia, and African horse sickness; or

iii) a carcass of a domestic animal, which has contracted or is suspected of having contracted any of the following diseases: fowl cholera, highly pathogenic avian influenza, Newcastle disease, or avian salmonellosis, is disinfected under the instruction of an animal health inspector.

<The maximum allowance for the appraised value of domestic animals>

Article 5

The allowances specified by Article 58, paragraph (1) (i) of the Law shall be: 520,000 yen for cattle; 500,000 yen for buffalo; 120,000 yen for deer; 5,300,000 yen for horse; 65,000 yen for sheep; 44,000 yen for goat; 35,000 yen for pig; 55,000 yen for boar; 800 yen for chicken; 2,200 yen for duck; 200 yen for quail; 4,300 yen for pheasant; 52,000 yen for ostrich; 2,800 yen for guinea fowl; and 8,800 yen for turkey.
<Specific domestic animals>

Article 6

Domestic animals, their carcasses or commodities derived from these animals specified by Article 60, paragraph (2) shall refer to live chickens, ducks, quails, turkeys (hereinafter referred to as “poultries”), and poultry eggs.
<Decrease in sales specified by the Law>

Article 7

The amount of decrease in sales and the amount of increase in costs specified by Article 60, paragraph (2) of the Law shall be calculated, according to the following categories, under the provision of the Ordinance of the Ministry of Agriculture, Forestry and Fisheries.

i) Poultries: the amount of decrease in sales or the amount of increase in feed costs, carcass incineration costs, burial costs or carcass rendering costs

ii) Poultry eggs: the amount of decrease in sales or the amount of increase in storage costs, cargo costs, transportation costs, incineration costs, burial costs or rendering costs
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
