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摘要
我國全民健保實施已十餘年，在國際上已享有相當的名聲，為能將台灣經驗提供其他國家之學者、實務界等人士參考，並藉由美國醫療服務研究年會（Annual Research Meeting）的機會，瞭解現今健康照護及健康保險等相關議題之最新研究方法、研究成果及各國發展現況及趨勢，爰派員參加本會議，並以National Health Insurance Reform in Taiwan –Quality, Equity and Efficiency為題進行壁報展示，增進國際間對台灣健保制度現況與發展的瞭解。

本次大會會議時間為6月27日至6月29日，地點在美國波士頓，會中除安排專題演講外，並分以20個子題進行相關論文發表、討論及壁報展示，另同時間也以工作坊的形式就研究方法及研究資源等進行討論。

論文發表內容豐富，與會者間常有精彩對話與討論，我國健保改革之壁報展示亦引起相當關注；參加本次研討會無論是在國外經驗之獲取，還是擴展台灣在國際上之能見度，以及國外人士對我國全民健保的認識，均有相當成效及助益。
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1、 目的

(1) 美國醫療服務研究年會（Annual Research Meeting）由美國AcademyHealth主辦，為美國重要的健康研究學術研討會，深具規模且廣受好評。AcademyHealth成立的宗旨在於促進知識的產出及應用，達成改善健康照護的目的；其年會則係藉由三天的密集研討，就健康政策、研究方法、研究成果等相互切磋與交流，每年均有超過2千人參與，參與者除美國當地之研究人員、醫療管理者、政策制定者、臨床人員、研究生外，亦有許多來自其他國家之人士。
(2) 瞭解現今健康照護及健康保險等相關議題之最新研究方法、研究成果及各國發展現況及趨勢，以為未來檢討及改善之參據。
(3) 美國歐巴馬總統正致力於健保改革，且過去有數位美國學者對台灣健康保險多所推崇，美國公共電視台以借鏡各國健保製播節目時，台灣與其他四國並列其中，爰特以National Health Insurance Reform in Taiwan –Quality, Equity and Efficiency為題進行壁報展示，增進美國及其他國家相關領域參與會議之學者、實務界人士，對台灣健保制度現況與發展的瞭解。

2、 過程

(1) 本會議於6月27日至6月29日於美國波士頓召開，會議地點選在John B. Hynes Veterans Memorial Convention Center。

(4) 本次大會參加人員除了主要來自於美國當地，亦有部分人士來自歐洲及亞洲，我國及中國大陸亦均有相當人數之成員參與。

(5) 大會安排之壁報展示量相當豐富，超過一千篇，分為三個時段展示，本署之壁報展示經安排於第三階段（會議第二天下午六點半至八點）展示。由於展示地點相當大，篇數眾多，許多參與者無法全數瀏覽完畢，除了少數於事前擇定主題者外，多數參與者係受到有趣標題或壁報形式所吸引。由於本次壁報展示主題為台灣健保改革，且本次印製之壁報色彩豐富，並輔以許多圖片，相較大多數單、雙色壁報，有更多會議參與者駐足閱覽，另外為增加國外人士對台灣公共衛生、健康保險等現況之瞭解，於壁報展示處一併備有文宣光碟供索取，亦相當受到歡迎。

(6) 壁報展示時段有學者前來讚許台灣的健保表現，並遺憾美國短期內不可能達到台灣健保的成就；也有華裔美籍學者前來表示近期有意選派學生來台研習，瞭解台灣健保的執行情形；另與其他同時段也在展示壁報的人士交換心得時，許多人都贊同在如此廣大的場地中，利用圖示與色彩引起關注相當重要，未來再進行壁報展示時，應該特別加強此節，以達到展示壁報傳達訊息的目的。
3、 心得

(1) 本次會議雖然包羅各式主題，但有關健康照護品質與效率的議題比例仍高，而在與保險相關的議題討論，費用控制仍是許多報告與探討的重點。其中一場以”Medicare Spending and Payment Reform: Implications for Beneficiaries and Providers”為題的圓桌討論中，哈佛大學醫學院的學者提醒利用部分負擔制度，必須注意到其效果，並且提出以不同的服務價值作為區隔的判斷標準，他表示：對於高價值服務訂定部分負擔，將使得利用減少，增加健康風險，而對於低價值服務給付過多，將提高道德風險；因此在策略上，應該以”value”作為訂定給付及部分負擔的參考標準。檢視我國健康保險制度中有關部分負擔的設計，目前僅門診服務針對機構層級訂有不同的負擔比例，其餘住院服務、居家照護服務等，均採單一負擔比例，並沒有將醫療服務按照其價值予以區分後，訂定不同部分負擔的作法，是否因此造成部分負擔制度往往只增加了少許保險收入，而未能達到有效改變醫療利用的長期效果，值得深思與進一步證實。
(2) 關於各國改革現況與趨勢，會中有以 ”Global Trends in Health Care Reform”為題的圓桌討論，學者專家們分別就加拿大、日本、歐洲、美國等國家發展情形進行意見交換。由於各國健康照護制度不同，現階段面臨之問題及改革重點略有不同，例如：加拿大目前處於轉型期，對於醫療保健之未來發展，國內仍在辯論中，現階段，聯邦政府將更積極的擔負起減少醫療保險支出的責任；而歐洲各國在財務面的發展，也朝向「折衷」、「混合」，例如：近來荷蘭、瑞士、德國、捷克等國在保險制度中逐漸融入市場的角色，公醫制與保險制也未必壁壘分明，在支付制度上，則朝向論成效為支付基礎的策略，在機構面，則加強整合性照護，著重基層醫療照護，提升照護品質及病人安全，進行醫療科技評估，落實 ”Health in All” 的政策方向；在日本，2003年引進DRG支付制度，但當時為順利實施，有些制度上的妥協，例如：手術維持論量計酬、由82家大學醫院先行辦理等，目前則有一半的急性病床以DRG方式支付，實施後，出現了照護標準化的正面效果，但同時也出現一些up-coding的狀況，卻很難監督，同時也有一些治療不足的現象產生，相較於在論量計酬的支付方式下，更難以監管。從這些國家的經驗，再次印證世界各國的醫療照護體系發展情形，雖各有不同，但仍然值得相互參照，吸取其他國家成功的經驗，避免重蹈缺失，應是參與這樣的會議最重要的學習課題之一。
(3) 本會議舉辦的宗旨之一，便是就健康政策、研究方法、研究成果等相互切磋與交流，促進健康照護知識的產出及應用，達成改善健康照護的目的。因此會議中安排許多工作坊，針對研究方法、研究資料等關於實證研究的工具與途徑等進行討論，更安排報告目前提供學界、實務界可利用之各式研究資源，以及政府部門或重要研究機構的研究方向，使得學界與產業、公部門間，有溝通交流的機會，對於如何將研究成果應用於健康照護政策也有所探討，實在相當有助於整體健康照護知識的提升及有效運用。
(4) 由於國內較少有機會舉辦千人以上之學術研討會，此次正好有機會觀察一些行政上的事務，可供未來在台舉辦類似會議的參考。例如，地點的選擇，本次會議是在波士頓市中心的一所會議中心，鄰近有許多大型旅館可供與會人士住宿，距離地鐵站亦僅有約五分鐘的路程，位置相當便利；該會議中心內部有完善的安全管理、提供免費的無線上網服務，且有超過15間以上可容納百人的會議室，以便於同時段進行報告與討論，也另外有可容納二千餘人同時進餐、同時展示近四百篇壁報、同時擺設近百個攤位的展場，空間相當寬敞。另外，大會提供約十餘台電腦及印表機，供與會者收發郵件及印製資料，並於每日會議前以電子郵件寄出當日會議重點訊息；而從大會準備隱密而獨立的哺乳室及祈禱室，更可看出籌辦大規模會議所需要的用心、細心與貼心。
4、 建議事項
(1) 建議由政府帶頭籌辦類似的大型學界、實務界與政府部門間，就健康照護領域相關研究與應用相互交流的研討會議，不但可促進健康照護研究品質的提升，更能拉近研究與政策應用間的落差，將具體的研究效益反映在施政上，加強對民眾的健康照護服務。

(2) 有關於會上學者所提出以服務價值區分部分負擔的設計，應值得進一步收集相關資訊及研究，並建議納入未來檢討部分負擔措施之參考。
(3) 我國全民健康保險之實施成就與經驗，在國際上與先進開發國家相較毫不遜色，且有相當豐富的成果與心得值得提供其他國家參考或是相互切磋，精益求精，建議未來仍宜多開發適當機會與場合，前往發表我國相關的實施成果或所開創之制度、策略或方案，不但克盡身為國際社會一份子之責，更能正向擴展台灣的能見度。

(4) 由於本會議中各場次提出的報告相當精采豐富，會後主辦單位並細心將所有參與討論或報告的投影片置放於網路上，且擇要錄製影音檔，建議健康照護相關領域的工作者，可前往其網站點閱，將有相當收穫。
