Background on the Singapore Consumer Protection (Safety Requirements) Registration Scheme (CPS Scheme) and Consumer Protection (Consumer Goods Safety Requirements) Regulations 2011 (CGSR)
Both CPS Scheme and CGSR are administered by SPRING Singapore. SPRING Singapore is appointed the Safety Authority since 1991 by the Ministry of Trade and Industry (MTI) under the Consumer Protection (Safety Requirements) Regulations  (CPSR) which undergone a major revision in 2002. One of the roles of the Safety Authority under the Regulations is to ensure compliance by industry on the registration of forty-five (45) categories of Controlled Goods. 

CGSR comes into effective on 1 April 2011. It applies to consumer goods for private use or consumption as well as packaging in which the goods are supplied. It excludes goods that are currently regulated by other laws.
