赴美國舊金山出席APEC第41次工業科技工作小組會議報告

APEC第41次工業科技工作小組（ISTWG）會議 

貳、會議時間
100年9月18日至9月20日

肆、各會員體與會代表
第41次ISTWG會議假美國舊金山Westin St. Francis Hotel於九月十八至二十日舉行，本次會議參與的會員體共計有澳洲、加拿大、中國、香港、印尼、日本、韓國、馬來西亞、墨西哥、俄國、泰國、中華台北、美國、越南、菲律賓等會員國等15個會員體與會，另澳門以"Guest"身分參加此次會議。
伍、會議主席
本次會議主席由主事國（Lead Shepherd）馬來西亞之Mdm. Wan Zaharah Wan Mohamad擔任。
陸、會議議程
第41次APEC ISTWG會議會期共三天， 9月18日早上為APEC ISTWG主席之友會議 (Friends of Chair’s Meeting)、下午為APEC ISTWG Innovation Policy Dialogue ,，9月19日進行APEC ISTWG 專案工作小組會議(Sub-group Side Meeting)，9月20日進行大會議程(Plenary Session)，詳細議程請詳附件2。
9月18日上午之APEC ISTWG主席之友會議，由Lead Shepherd Zaharah女士主持，其表示希望能在此次會議重新擬定出ISTWG工作小組的策略發展目標，其中包括本工作小組與其下四個分組的願景與使命定位，再依其設定目標與成功之道，甚至希望討論部分工作小組（subgroup B與D）是否要整併以及選出下屆Lead Shepherd、Deputy Lead Shepherd等議題進行多方的討論。
在APEC 秘書處報告APEC 近日重要發展後，此次會議特別安排APEC人力發展小組、能源小組暨ABAC代表進行雙邊會議。上述代表除進行該組織業務簡報並與各會員體進行對話，大家均認為與工業科技小組有合作的空間，未來應加強交流。
同(18)日下午14:30-17:30由日本經濟產業省國際事務辦公室主任Yoji Ueda擔任主持人，同時中華台北代表工研院國際中心恒主任勇智擔任協同主持人，一起進行APEC ISTWG創新政策對談（APEC ISTWG Innovation Policy Dialogue）。首先由經濟合作開發組織（The Organization For Economic Cooperation And Development，簡稱OECD）Dirk Pilat博士進行『Regarding Open Innovation and International Cooperation for Green Growth』專題演講。接著由韓國科技政策學院（Science and Technology Policy Institute，簡稱STEPI）Myung-Jin Lee博士、泰國國家科學技術與創新政策辦公室（National Science Technology and Innovation Policy Office，簡稱STI）APEC中心執行長Nares Damrongchai博士以及我國家科學委員會國合處林處長宗泰博士進行『Government policies for promoting open innovation and international cooperation on account of business’s approach』主題報告。最後則邀請美國AZCA公司創辦人與總經理Masazumi Ishi先生以及IBM創業投資集團（IBM Venture Capital Group）企業策略主管（Director of Corporate Strategy）Drew Clark先生進行『Approaches by businesses and barriers when considering open innovation with businesses in other APEC economies』專題報告。最後主席總結各會員體應加速創新、培育創新人材並分享成功案例與方法。
9月19日進行APEC ISTWG Sub-group Side Meeting，分別在四個不同場地進行，Lead Shepherd 希望各分組能針對該分組的定位與策略發展、分組合併等議題進行充份的討論並提出建議。工研院國際中心恒主任勇智擔任分組B主席，計有美國、俄國、越南、菲律賓與中華台北等五會員國在場參與討論。經過與會人員交換意見後，分組B主席提出下列結論：
1. Through networking, seeking to understand pressing industrial science and technology challenges of the Member Economies.

2. Through networking, providing and enhancing multi-disciplinary industrial science and technology advices for the Member Economies. (advices are sought from both Research and PPP Sub-Groups)

3. Through networking, attempting to provide commercialization, especially Technology Transfer advices for the Member Economies. (in conjunction with future Innovation Policy Dialogue)

在Sub-Group Meeting 中，我代表團團員共進行二個執行中計畫進度報告，以及二個新計畫構想書提出，包括逢甲大學「Green Energy Demonstration System of Biological Technology for APEC」與APEC颱風中心「APEC Research Center for Typhoon and Society」之二個執行進度報告；紡織產業綜合研究所之「Enabling Low Carbon Production in the Textile Industry in APEC Economies」以及工研院綠能所的「Dissemination of Innovative global Warming Gas(PFC) Abatement Technology for Electronic Industry in APEC」等兩二項新提案。
Side Meeting會議結束後，大會於下午時段安排參訪加州大學舊金山分校（UCSF）的QB3/Mission Bay Innovation Center。接待人為該中心副主任Douglas Crawford博士，在短暫的20分鐘簡報指出，該中心為非營利單位，係加州大學針對科學與創新所設立的中心，主力以生化科學研究與商業化技術發展為主。Crawford博士指出目前QB3有兩項創投基金協助進駐公司成長，其中在公司最初種子成型階段（seed-stage）的基金達1130萬美金，協助公司渡過初期最艱困且尚未成型的時期。
9月20日進行大會議程，首先由美國團長對Lead Shepherd表達感謝之意，並歡迎各會員體代表。主席Zaharah女士表示對大家昨天的熱烈參與討論ISTWG未來的方向感到欣慰，並邀請各分組主席、EWG代表暨秘書處Mr. Vertiz，共同協助其撰寫ISTWG之Work Plan for 2012 & 2013。接著正式通過第40次會議之會議記錄(請詳附件3)。APEC秘書處Mr. Vertiz進行APEC業務報告時，提醒大家今年申請第三次APEC Fund之計畫大綱（concept notes）需至少得到兩家會員支持並於9/29提交秘書處，預計10/03~10/113預算管理委員會先行進行計畫優先順序之排序。各分組主席進行總結報告，工研院國際中心恒主任代表分組B總結 (Summary)報告，報告內容請詳附件4。
主席Zaharah女士提出選舉下一屆Lead Shepherd人選，原先希望採自願式提名但無會員體回應，主席隨後即按照英文排名請各會員體表態。經墨西哥、菲律賓、俄國、中華台北等表示尚未完全準備好予以婉謝，後至泰國國家科學技術與創新政策辦公室APEC中心科技展望執行長Nares Damrongchai博士時，他表態個人願意接受此項挑戰，惟此事關係重大非個人意願即可決定，需會後向泰國政府請示。在討論到科技部長會議時，Lead Shepherd 表示希望成立一個特別小組來討論要如何草擬一個有建設性的議程，可讓各會員體之科技部長來參與。會議於20日中午12:30結束。
捌、重要討論及決議事項
1、 此次會議討論重點在重新擬定出ISTWG工作小組的策略發展目標、願景、定位；工作分組(Sub-group)是否要整併；新任Lead Shepherd、Deputy Lead Shepherd等議題進行多方的討論。
2、 有關EWG與ISTWG合併一事，Lead Shepherd在會中報告表示，SCE已指示目前以兩組並存為宜，但兩組所執行之計畫要避免重覆性。
3、 我代表團在討論ISTWG內分組合併一事時，發言表示，以策略觀點來看，各分組間的整合應先進行充分的討論再做決定。主席裁示此議題在第42次或第43次會議中應重新提出討論，以對ISTWG有好的發展。
4、 在討論到舉行科技部長會議時，Lead Shepherd 表示希望成立一個特別小組來討論要如何草擬一個有建設性的議程，可讓各會員體之科技部長來參與。
玖、中國大陸及香港與會之情形
1、  在討論各分組是否變更名稱、整併與任務調整等議題時，中國代表提出異議質疑，認為ISWG旗下的任務分組係於第四屆科技部長會議的決議，現在各與會代表是否有權力與立場提出修正，非常值的商榷。
2、  ISTWG 與 EWG已達成共識，雙方會資訊分享並避免執行重覆性的計畫，如與能源有關之計畫將歸到EWG中。針對大陸有兩個與能源有關的計畫，中國代表指出該兩計畫是著重在所利用的技術，並非在能源本身。
3、  針對美國在會中所提出之如何進行策略規畫報告，中國大陸代發言表示提出該報告之人是否了解ISTWG的Medium Term，ISTWG是否要尊循美國之建議來產生ISTWG的Medium Term 文件。
4、  香港與會者未針對討論議題發言表態。
拾、我國應配合辦理之工作與分工
1、  在此次會議中已確定第42次ISTWG會議於明(101)年五月在俄羅斯舉行，第43次ISTWG會議原則上由中華台北舉行。如確認後，我應及早進行籌備工作，藉以展示我科技能量以強化我在APEC ISTWG的重要性。
2、  韓國所執行的長年計畫「ART Program」，明年二月將以「Linking Research and Innovation」為主題在釜山舉行研討會。主辦單位特邀請中華台北推薦講師人選，負責主導一個研討會時段。為增加我在ISTWG的重要性，我應依研討會主題邀請適合人選代表中華台北出席該研討會。
3、  APEC秘書處Program Direcotr Mr. Vertiz在會中提醒申請APEC經費有一定之時程，通常各會員體回應較緩慢，往往錯過期限，請APEC計畫主持人應注意。我已於此次會中提出兩項擬申請APEC補助經費之計畫大綱，計畫主持人應配合於截止日期正式送件申請。
拾壹、結論建議
1、  此次由日本所主辦之APEC創新政策對話論壇，國科會國合處處長受邀發表演講，但在會議舉行之前中國大陸即向主辦單位與APEC秘書處抗議國科會英文名稱違反APEC規定。然在開會現場我團長經濟部技術處林副處長與大陸、日本以及APEC秘書處斡旋，最後得以平緩落幕並順利進行報告，算是值的欣慰一事。由此可見，目前兩岸關係合緩，但中國大陸對台灣的態度隨時可改變，日後在參與APEC會議時更應注意，遵守APEC的規定。
2、  在第40次ISTWG會議時，主席即表示APEC 秘書處現正討論ISTWG 與EWG如何區分、定位、交流合作及可能合併事宜，現SCE已決定兩組工作性質或許有重疊之處，但仍有諸多差異，故兩工作小組仍應併存，但未來所執行之計畫要有所區隔。未來ISTWG所執行之計畫將不會有與能源有關的課題，且應強調技術面，避免與能源小組的計畫有重覆性。
3、  今年美國未鼓勵青年科學家特設立一個ASPIRE獎項由各會員體推薦40歲以下之傑出科學家來競選。美國表示此有助於科技研發人材發展，未來將會由每年之APEC主事國繼續辦理。下次ASPIRE的選拔將由俄羅斯主辦，建議國科會駐莫斯科科技組可就近代為蒐集相關資訊，供我方推薦人選參考。
4、  日本連續兩次所舉行的APEC Innovation Policy Forum獲得會員體的肯定，認為是有義益的活動。明年如果在台北舉行第43次ISTWG會議，可結合日本之力量，規劃舉辦第3次的創新政策論壇，延續本工作小組對該論壇之重視。

APEC ISTWG Friends of the Chairs’ (FOTC) Meeting 1 and 40th Industrial Science and Technology (ISTWG) Plenary and Side Meetings Summary Record

The APEC ISTWG Friends of the Chairs’ (FOTC) Meeting 1, the 40th Industrial Science and Technology  (ISTWG) Plenary and Side Meetings was held at the Ronald Reagan Building & International Trade Center, Washington, D.C. United States of  America on the 5 -7 March 2011. 

The economies registered to the meetings were: Australia; Canada; Chinese Taipei; Japan; People’s Republic of China; Republic of Korea; Malaysia; New Zealand; The Republic of the Philippines; The Russian Federation; Thailand; Viet Nam; and The United States of America. Macao, China and The Aluminum Association were present as a guest member. The APEC Secretariat was present. 

ISTWG FRIENDS OF THE CHAIRS’ (FOTC) MEETING 1 (5 MARCH 2011)

1. Opening Session
1.1 Welcoming Remarks by Host Economy

The welcoming remarks were delivered by Dr. Susan Gardner, Deputy Director of Office of Science & Technology Cooperation, United States of America. She welcomed all delegates on behalf of the United States and is very honored for being host this year.

As host of APEC 2011, the United States plans to build on this tradition and the progress made under Japan’s APEC leadership in 2010 towards the goal of a “seamless regional economy” that produces economic growth, employment, and prosperity across the Asia- Pacific. The United States supports and is specially interested in the Innovation Policy Forum undertaken by ISTWG and would like to welcome the participation of member delegates in the arranged site visit to ‘Solar Homes and Sustainable Tour’ at Capitol Hill Energy Coop where innovative approaches will be demonstrated. She wished all a productive and fruitful meeting. 

1.2 Opening Remarks by Lead Shepherd/ Chair

Mdm. Wan Zaharah Wan Mohamad, the Lead Shepherd (LS) from Malaysia thanked the host economy and commended them for their remarkable arrangements of hosting and organizing the meeting. 

She welcomed the delegates to the Friends of the Chair Meeting and informed that this meeting was called mainly for two reasons: (i) to discuss and set the long term strategic direction for ISTWG; and, (ii) to review and realign the ISTWG Medium Term Work Plan 2011-2015 according to APEC Leaders’ Growth Strategy, the ultimate goal is to clear the overlapping areas with the Energy Working Group (EWG) and other related Working Groups as highlighted by SOM in the last APEC Steering Committee on Economic and Technical Cooperation (SCE) meeting held in Sendai, Japan on 24 September 2010. 

She expressed her vision for empowering the four Subgroup Chairs more in order to solve identified issues especially in depicting projects under their purview which are cross cutting or overlapping with other Working Groups initiative.
1.3 Opening by APEC Secretariat

Mr. Luis Enrique Vertiz, the APEC Secretariat Project Director updated the meeting that in the 39th ISTWG, new concept notes were barred from being considered for approval due to failures in complying with timely submission of Project Completion Report.

APEC Secretariat had resolved the situation and is glad to inform for Session 1 this year one proposal out five has been approved, and the rest will be considered in Session 2; he thanked all the economies for submitting good proposals. Some of the project proposals received by the Secretariat were in the areas of climate change and energy efficiency. Thus, he reaffirmed Lead Shepherd’s call on the need to review the Medium Term Work Plan as it serves as an important guideline and reference for the ISTWG future initiatives. He seeks Member Economies’ valuable inputs, comments on determining how to carry out the future works of ISTWG. 

He further supported Lead Shepherd’s view that it is vital to empower subgroup chairs for more collaboration and cooperation between ISTWG and other groups. He also extended his welcome to all member delegates to Washington, D.C.  

1.4 Administrative Remarks
The United States briefed the meeting on the administrative arrangement including the requirements for entry to the Ronald Reagan Building, meeting room venue, the schedule for shuttle services provided, coffee break venue and timing, list of nearby restaurants for lunch and the details of the scheduled site visit.

1.5 Election of Rapporteur and Report Drafting Committee
Ms Rina Haiges from Malaysia was elected as Rapporteur, and the Report Drafting Committee is represented by the four Subgroups Chairs, Australia and the host economy.

1.6 Adoption of Agenda

ISTWG Member Economies adopted the agenda of the FOTC Meeting 1/2011 after briefly running through it (Doc. 2011/SOM1/ISTWG/001).

2. Current Key Developments within APEC (APEC Secretariat)

2.1 APEC 2011 Priorities

Meeting was informed that the APEC 2011 priorities will focus on three themes, specifically strengthening regional economic integration and expanding trade; promoting green growth; and advancing regulatory cooperation and convergence. This information can be retrieved at APEC Website http://www.apec2011.gov
2.2 APEC 2010 Outcomes

The major outcomes of APEC in 2010 were “The Yokohama Vision - Bogor and Beyond” a declaration agreed by APEC Leaders to play a key role in forging a vast free trade agreement encompassing the thriving region, while adopting their first-ever common growth strategy to seek better quality of growth. The declaration highlighted the 21 member economies' eagerness to take concrete steps to bring "reality" to their vision to create a Free-Trade Area of the Asia-Pacific. It stipulates the future direction for APEC, which has seen progress in its past trade liberalization efforts and needs to adapt to the changing global economic landscape. 

Under the Bogor Goals, APEC leaders reached the agreement in 1994, developed economies are committed to achieving free and open trade and investment by 2010, and developing economies by 2020. 

The following is the gist of the "Yokohama Vision" declaration adopted in November 2010:

 The APEC leaders:

i. agree to take concrete steps toward realization of a Free Trade Area of the Asia-Pacific, or FTAAP. 

ii. see that an FTAAP should be pursued as a "comprehensive free trade agreement" by developing and building on ongoing regional undertakings, such as the Trans-Pacific Partnership and ASEAN-plus-three grouping. 

iii. seek to develop an APEC community in which trade and investment are freer and more open. 

iv. hail "significant progress" seen in APEC's review this year of the achievement of the Bogor Goals by five industrialized economies and eight volunteer developing economies.

v. set a growth strategy that includes an action plan that encompasses such issues as structural reform, human resource and entrepreneurship development, and human security.

2.3 Developments within Secretariat and Policy Support Unit

Meeting noted that there were changes to the 2011 APEC wide funding criteria and there’s a new template for concept notes submission. The 7th edition Guidebook on APEC Projects has been published. For further details, visit http://www.apec.org/apec/about_apec/psu.htm
3. Matters Raised and Discussed

3.1 Participation in the SCE-SOM Meeting

Mdm Lead Shepperd informed the meeting that in the last SCE-SOM meeting, she received feedback that there was very minimal participation by ISTWG LS in the previous SOM meetings. Hence, she requested clarifications from Dr. Myungjin Lee, whether during his two year tenure as ISTWG LS if he had received any invitation to attend the SOM meeting. Dr. Lee informed that he attended the meeting only once and the focus was mainly on the development of the Medium Term Work Plan for the working group.

Mdm LS raised the importance of reporting to SOM in order to enable them to evaluate the working group’s achievement and to ensure the efforts by this working group remains relevant and is aligned in achieving APEC’s goals and vision. She further informed in cases where the LS couldn’t attend the SOM meeting, appointed representative from any Member Economies could do the reporting to SOM on behalf of the LS.

On 9 March 2011, Mdm LS informed the meeting that she will be reporting to the SCE-Committee of the Whole (COW) on the latest progress of ISTWG and its’ strategic direction. 

3.2 Review and Alignment of the ISTWG Medium Term Work Plan 2011 -2015 

Goals of the ISTWG Medium Term Work Plan

Mdm LS highlighted that in Yokohama last November, leaders adopted the APEC Leaders' Growth Strategy to help ensure that economic growth and integration in our region are sustainable and widely shared among all our populations. She emphasized that the APEC Growth Strategy focused on achieving high quality growth that is balanced, inclusive, sustainable, innovative, and secure.  These could serve as the yardstick to realign the Medium Term Work Plan. These areas of growth were also stated clearly in the 2011 Leaders’ Tasking Document to SOM.

Meeting took note that there are 7 goals listed in the current Medium Term Work Plan, which are:

· Enhanced economic growth, trade and investment opportunities, in harmony with sustainable development, through policies, innovative R&D and technologies and knowledge sharing;

· Better quality of life and a cleaner environment; 

· Safe and secure society, emphasizing the importance of measures for infectious diseases and natural disasters;

· Human resource capacity building;

· Enhanced international science and technology (S&T) networks;

· Improved level of connection between research and innovation, involving and encouraging potentials of SMEs; and

· Strengthened technological cooperation and achievement of best practices in strategic planning for IST projects and programs.

The discussion about the realignment of ISTWG Medium Term Work Plan goals started with invitations by Mdm. Lead Shepherd to all economies to voice out their opinion  by having this question in mind – how can ISTWG  best support the achievement of sustainable and inclusive growth?  She also suggested referring to the Annual Work Plan 2011 since it is an extract from the Medium Term Work Plan. She shared her line of thoughts that after setting the goals and the key priorities of this working group’s work plan, during the parallel sessions of the Side Meetings tomorrow each subgroup will have to relook at the implementation plan and identify their strategic niche area of each subgroup to avoid overlap between the subgroups. Mdm LS also stressed that Subgroup Chairs’ objective and criteria are critical to support APEC’s development and goals.

The following are the comments and inputs outlined by member economies:

New Zealand’s opinion was that this fora does not have the proper mandate to change the goals and key priorities of ISTWG and the four sub group’s theme as these goals and key priorities were based on the mandate given by the Science and Technology Ministerial Meeting (STMM) which was last held in New Zealand in 2004.

Mdm. Lead Shepherd agreed that the STMM should be done as soon as possible to expedite and move forward. Nevertheless, there’s no economy that volunteered to host the STMM this year, only the Russian Federation had indicated their interest to host the STMM in 2012 when they assume their turn of patronage as APEC host. Mdm. LS believes that the approval process for a mandate need not always be a top down approach but could also be a bottom up process, and she recognizes that ISTWG has the potential to play the role as adviser to the STMM. Furthermore, the Medium Term Work Plan needs to be realigned as the last SCE meeting had raised the issue of overlap in the current Medium Term Work Plan and the Annual Work Plan with other working groups’ goals and key priorities.
Thailand shared with the meeting the goals of the HRDWG, which was captured from their Medium Term Work Plan and commented that their goals are more strategy oriented and focused.

Australia supports the notion of Thailand and is in the view that the current IST goals are mixed between outcome and strategy based. Sustainable development should be one of the focused areas.

Malaysia informed that the previous goals and key priorities were probably in such order to match the themes of the four subgroups which were determined by STMM in 2004.

United States pointed out that the IST goals in place tend to overlap with other working groups’ goals.

The APEC Secretariat reminded the meeting to develop goals that are more specific in areas of interest and encouraged ISTWG to cooperate with other groups to establish cross cutting collaboration.

Canada noted that the challenge with IST areas is that they are cross cutting by nature and we need to make it relevant by proper positioning.

Thailand proposed that goals designed must truly reflect the uniqueness of IST by responding to the call of the Leaders, and the working group need to be more integrated with SMEs. They further wished to see the active involvement and engagement of ISTWG with the private sector.

Chinese Taipei indicated that it is important to come up with goals that can be measurable and are realistic by considering the resource factor. This concern that goals need to be measurable were also raised by Malaysia and Thailand. However Australia’s view was that goals can be an overarching policy and the measurable can be incorporated at the program or projects implementation stage.

Japan recognized that Innovation is indispensable in creating market value and jobs; hence it could be one of the goals via having Innovation frameworks, systems and policies in place. They also suggested having an Innovation Policy Workshop. 

New Zealand agreed with Japan and commended them for their effort in initiating the Innovation Policy Forum (IPF) which was very useful platform in sharing the best practices and policies of Member Economies.

People’s Republic of China thought that promoting the establishment of incubators could be one of the goals of ISTWG.

Republic of Korea requested the APEC Secretariat to explain the source of ISTWG’s mandate, and the meeting was informed that mandates of APEC Working Groups mostly is officially derived from the Leader’s Declaration or Statement, the APEC Economic Leaders’ Meeting (AELM), Ministerial Meetings and SOM Meetings. They also proposed that ISTWG could focus on policy matters only, whereas EWG can focus on research and project implementation.

United States advised that ISTWG should   emphasis on Innovative and Green Growth as one of its’ key priorities, they emphasized that the goals and key priorities must be very clear and not encroaching into other groups territory. Otherwise SOM would consider the possibility of a merger as a practical approach.

Mdm LS observed that many economies acknowledged that ISTWG’s strategy forward is on “innovation” which also includes commercialization, IPR and technology transfer, therefore she requested economies’ opinion if there is a demand to introduce a new subgroup on Innovation. New Zealand, United States, Australia and Thailand were in the same view that it wasn’t necessary as the current function of Subgroup C to anchor innovation could be maximized since that particular subgroup is themed “Connecting Research and Innovation”.
The meeting had a vigorous discussion and exchange of ideas on the need to realign the Medium Term Work Plan based on the direction how ISTWG could best support and achieve the APEC Leaders' Growth Strategy and the true spirit of teamwork was dedicated to the meeting as economies drafted the suggested goals together. The meeting finally agreed to adopt the newly constructed goals as brainstormed from the discussion in the Medium Term Work Plan which are:

New Goals

Recognizing the priorities outlined by the APEC Leaders Growth Strategy to promote free and open trade and investment, and strengthen regional economic integration, the Industrial Science and Technology Working Group will: 
1. Promote innovation in order to advance green growth and sustainable economic development; and

2. Strengthen the link between scientific and technological research, innovation and commercialization through engaging private sector, research organizations, academic sector and other international bodies.

This new goals for ISTWG Work Plan shall be brought for endorsement at the Plenary Meeting on 7 March 2011.

Key Priorities of the ISTWG Medium Term Work Plan
The meeting took note that the current five (5) key priorities are too broad, it may be redundant with priorities of other working groups and seems not well defined or linked to IST, which includes:

· Enhanced policy dialogue and review;

· Sustainable development and climate change;

· Human resource capacity building;
· International S&T networks; and 

· Innovation and high-technology

Mdm LS tasked the host economy to draft the new key priorities of this working group based on the discussions and comments put forth by Member Economies. 

As for ISTWG’s long term strategic direction for  2011- 2020 will not be discussed as there is greater priority to realign the group’s Medium Term Work Plan and Annual Work Plan beforehand.

3.3
Terms of Reference: Deputy Lead Shepherd & Sub group Chair

Mdm LS informed that based on the “Revised Guidelines for Lead Shepherd/Chair and Deputy Lead Shepherd/Chair of APEC Working Groups and SOM Task Forces”, one or more Deputy Lead Shepherds/Chairs will be selected by the working groups and other APEC fora to assist the Lead Shepherd/Chair.  The Deputy Lead Shepherd(s)/Chair(s) will be selected from a different APEC economy than the Lead Shepherd/Chair, and their tenure will be staggered by one year with that of the Lead Shepherd/Chair, where possible.  The resulting one-year “overlap” period is designed to ensure continuity of leadership and to allow new incoming Lead Shepherds/Chairs to benefit from the advice of an experienced Deputy.  Meeting was informed that ISTWG practices the election of LS base on alphabetical order, thus in 2012 the LS elected would be from Mexico. Mdm LS couldn’t discuss this further since Mexico wasn’t present and shall be differed to the next meeting.

3.4
Bilateral Meeting with Dr. Phyllis Yoshida, Lead Shepherd of Energy Working Group (EWG)

Mdm LS announced that this session will not take place today due to forbidden circumstances and probably will be rearranged by APEC Secretariat during the course of the 40th ISTWG Plenary and Side Meetings.

Due to time constraints, certain topics stated in the agenda such as: (i) Strategic Direction 2011- 2020; (ii) Sustainable Development Task Force; and, (ii) Delivery Mechanism – ISTWG Management and Project Management shall be differed to the next meeting. 

3.5
Science and Technology Ministerial Meeting (STMM)

Mdm LS invited opinions and comments from Member Economies of the underlying objectives and need for having the STMM.

New Zealand’s inputs were mainly to get new mandate and new direction from STMM.

Canada and Australia requested clarification if there was a concrete proposal to SCE on the merger proposal between ISTWG and EWG. The United States informed that there was a paper on this matter that will presented and discussed at the SCE-COW Meeting on 9 March 2011. Therefore the meeting agreed not to discuss the STMM further until there was a decision on the merger proposal. However most Member Economies stated their concern if the merger were to take place, it will be more difficult since IST and Energy is commonly managed by different Ministries in most economies.

4. Conclusion

Mdm LS expressed her sincere appreciation to all Friends of the Chair for their contribution in setting the right strategic direction for ISTWG and she could foresee two scenarios of the future for ISTWG. The first option is that the mergers with EWG shall materialize, but her main concern is to ensure that the goals and priorities of IST are not compromised, instead must be taken up by EWG.  The alternative is that ISTWG will still continue to exist and through this meeting, ISTWG has managed to strengthen its position in aligning to APEC’s development and objectives.

ISTWG WORKSHOP ON INTERNATIONAL S&T NETWORK (5 MARCH 2011)

The Workshop on International S&T Network was chaired by Dr. Y.C. Heng, in his remarks he posed a question to the floor on how to spur the interest of today’s younger generation to engage in Science and Technology and to nurture technopreneurs where the challenge lies upon crossing the valley of death. Two presentations were presented to member delegates, the first presentation on International Collaboration in Science and Technology was delivered by Mr. Bruce Howard, Science Counselor, Embassy of the United States of America in Japan. He took the participants through a document titled: “Background of APEC Research and Technology Program 2011” which will be made available on the APEC Meeting Database (MDDB) (Doc. 2011/SOM1/ISTWG/015).

The second presentation was on Japan’s International S&T Policy by Mr. Yoji Ueda from Ministry of Economy, Trade and Industry (METI), Japan.  His presentation handouts have been distributed to all participants. (Doc. 2011/SOM1/ISTWG/016).

At the end of the workshop, most participants receive the message that International collaboration at a multilateral level is a vital tool or mechanism to ensure regional common interest is pursued. It is also crucial if it involves an expensive or high cost project.

BILATERAL MEETING BETWEEN ISTWG AND ENERGY WORKING GROUP (EWG) LS (6 MARCH 2011)

1. Welcoming Remarks by ISTWG LS

Mdm Lead Shepherd extended her sincere welcome and appreciation to senior U.S. representative to APEC, and also the SCE Vice Chair, Mr. Kurt Tong as well as to Mdm Phyllis Yoshida, the Lead Shepherd of EWG for spending their Sunday morning with ISTWG.
2.
Remarks by United States Senior official, Mr. Kurt Tong

Mr. Kurt Tong opened the session by expressing his views that 2010 was a good year for APEC as there was breakthrough achievement as clear directions were set by the Leaders in Yokohama last November 2010 and hopefully also in 2011, he urged the fora to focus on expanding trade and investments, emphasis on public-private partnership, promoting growth strategies like sustainable growth, inclusive and innovative growth.  He reiterated the uniqueness of APEC’s non binding and consensus base cooperation. 

He expressed his vision for APEC under the US patronage as host economy to establish the leadership in a practical way, set global direction for the entire planet, and continues to achieve in substantive areas. Therefore the US have introduced the tagline “to get stuff done” to show “an extremely results-oriented approach” during its year as APEC host. He also wanted to make APEC very significant regionally. He thinks there’s room for closer coordination between EWG and ISTWG as at SOM there is consideration on possibility of a merger between the two working groups due to overlaps. As a parting note, he’s looks forward to see the two LS report in the coming SCE-COW meeting scheduled this 9 March 2011 and wished everyone a productive meeting ahead.

3. Presentation by EWG LS

As time was essence, Mdm Phyllis started the session with a presentation on the current overview of EWG and its’ strategy to fit the APEC goals. 
 Mdm Phyllis informed the meeting that:

· In 2010, Leaders adopted an APEC Growth Strategy to achieve growth that is balanced, inclusive, sustainable, innovative and secure. For sustainable growth, they agreed to “enhance energy security and promote energy-efficiency and low-carbon policies” and to “assess the potential for reducing the energy intensity of economic output…beyond the 25 percent aspiration goal already agreed” while also working to ”develop a low-carbon energy sector’’, “improve access for environmental goods and services”, “promote green jobs, education and training,” and “promote private investment in green industries and production processes.” 

· In 2010, meeting at EMM9 in Fukui, Japan, Energy Ministers noted that “energy-efficient buildings and appliances are key to a sustainable future because the building sector accounts for two-fifths of energy use in the region.” They also asked the EWG to focus on “the potential fuel and carbon savings from electrification of the transport sector, energy efficient freight, transit-oriented development and other energy-efficient transport strategies.” They further noted that “smart grid technologies can help to integrate intermittent renewable power sources and building control systems that let businesses and consumers use energy more efficiently.”  And pointing out that “introduction of low-carbon technologies is vital to manage rapidly growing energy consumption in urban areas,” they asked EWG to establish a Low-Carbon Model Town task force “to encourage creation of low-carbon communities.”    

· In view of APEC Leaders’ focus on sustainable growth with steady employment growth and economic expansion combined with reduced energy intensity, as well as the interest of Energy Ministers in more efficient transport, buildings and smart grids, Japan and the United States launched – the Energy Smart Communities Initiative for the Asia-Pacific (ESCI) that will be implemented through APEC.  The ESCI effort has four key components – smart transport, smart buildings, smart grids and smart jobs which echo and implement the priorities of Leaders and Energy Ministers. 

· Smart transport embodies a variety of practices to reduce the energy use, costs, and carbon emissions from transport of people and goods.  ESCI will develop a network of APEC towns and cities to document and spread best practices for energy-efficient urban transport, including transit-oriented development, bus rapid transit, and congestion management.  ESCI will also develop a network of APEC businesses to spread best practices for energy-efficient freight transport, including intermodal strategies to substitute fuel-efficient ships, barges and rail for trucks and logistical strategies to ensure that vehicles travel fuller.  ESCI will examine best practices for the development of infrastructure for alternative fuels, including biofuel and electric vehicles, which can reduce carbon emissions and oil use.  Finally, ESCI will look at other types of transport-related activities that other economies and working groups suggest that can help fuel green growth. 

· Smart buildings incorporate a variety of innovative technologies in energy management, energy-efficient walls, roofs, and windows; improved heating, cooling and ventilation systems; and solar hot water heating and solar cells for electricity generation. ESCI will develop a registry of low-energy buildings, including new buildings that reduce energy use by at least half compared with buildings of similar types in similar climates and retrofitted buildings that reduce energy use by at least one quarter, in order to document and disseminate best practices for improving building energy performance APEC-wide. ESCI will also establish a building materials testing and rating centre to provide accurate, consistent performance data on the energy efficiency of roofs, windows and insulation so that consumers and businesses can confidently purchase energy-efficient building components throughout the APEC region. Further, ESCI will conduct demonstration projects for cool roofs that reflect sunlight as well as for low-energy windows.  And again, ESCI is open to other economies and working groups to suggest and lead additional activities. 

· For smart grids, ESCI will build the APEC Smart Grid Initiative that ministers approved in Fukui.  Smart grids utilize a wide range of technologies and practices to make the operation of electric power systems more efficient, facilitate more efficient energy use in buildings and industry, and enable the greater penetration of intermittent renewable power sources.  ESCI will develop a network of smart grid test beds that are open to firms in all APEC economies, in order to accumulate performance data that will allow smart grid technology to be widely marketed and traded across the APEC region.  In addition, ESCI will help to develop smart grid best practices, including road maps for smart grid technology development and common standards for smart grid interoperability, promoting trade in both the technologies themselves and the electricity that is transported and distributed across borders. 

· Smart jobs revolve around the skills needed to put smart transport, buildings and grids in place and the consumer awareness and education that will create the demand for them. ESCI will assemble examples of energy efficiency curricula for elementary and secondary schools, which will serve as an information base to develop best practices that economies can use to educate their children and adults to be responsible energy consumers. ESCI will also collect training materials for smart jobs, supporting the development of skills and qualifications for operating smart grid technologies, conducting energy audits, and installing energy-efficient appliances, equipment, insulation and energy management systems. 

· In EWG’s Work Plan for 2011, with the able assistance of the Expert Group on Energy Efficiency and Conservation, the Energy Working Group continues its long tradition of focusing on energy efficiency best practices.  The Collaborative Energy Efficiency Design for Sustainability (CEEDS) exercise, which has already covered energy-efficient appliances and buildings, will now go on to cover transport.
· EWG have ongoing projects on cool roofs, low-energy windows, LED lighting, and the energy and environmental benefits of different energy efficient transport strategies like bus rapid transit, intermodal freight, and transit-oriented development.  The Peer Review on Energy Efficiency, or PREE, has now reached a third of all APEC economies and will continue to expand in 2011.
· Discussion will focus on transportation’s role in a clean energy future, energy and transport systems for liveable low-carbon communities, the future of Biofuels and electricity as low-carbon transport fuels, and the greening of the supply chain through energy-efficient freight transportation. Results of projects on transit-oriented development, bus rapid transit and intermodal freight will be considered. Recommendations for action will be followed up by the CEEDS Phase 3 exercise on energy-efficient transport.    Activities identified will also be folded into the Smart Transport component of ESCI.  We have started to outline some possible actions in each of these areas, and a contact group of the EWG and Transportation Working Group will draft a white paper for consideration by a drafting group of interested economies during the EWG-41 meeting week in Vancouver in May 2011.

· A wide variety of possible actions could be considered to promote livable communities.  For example, EWG could document effective strategies for reducing the carbon footprint of passenger transport.  A wide variety of means are available  including electric vehicles, bus rapid transit, transit-oriented development, intelligent transportation systems, and better air traffic management.

· In April 2009 in Manila, Philippines, the APEC Transportation Ministers instructed the Transportation Working Group to identify opportunities for the development and promotion of fuel efficient transport policies and practices, including the use of alternative fuels for transportation vehicles and aircraft and to identify barriers to implement such policies and practices.  The APEC Biofuels Task Force has been working for about five years to assess the resource potential and economics of biofuels for transport.  So we may wish to consider best practices to encourage the increased use of electric vehicles and biofuels, including best practices to expand the charging and fueling infrastructure that is needed, and ambitious but realistic goals for their expansion.

4. Question and Answer Session

Mdm Wan Zaharah admitted that she’s impressed with the achievements and way forward of EWG. She queried on ways to avoid overlapping projects with EWG in future? Mdm Phyllis said if ISTWG wants to work on energy projects its best to always liaise with subgroup chairs under EWG for their consultation. Mdm Wan further requested clarifications on EWG’s procedures on realigning or amending the working group’s  structural aspects, do they apply the bottom up or need to get mandate based on the top down approach like for instance from a Ministerial Meeting etc. Mdm Phyllis response was EWG is very dynamic, it realigns or forms a new taskforce based on the need and trend at that moment and if it gets big enough it will be an Expert Subgroup.

Mdm Wan then invited Member Economies to raise their queries to EWG LS.

Thailand queried if EWG engages with the private sector via ABAC, in response to that Ms Phyllis replied yes but there are also other methods such as involvements at task force or through the Expert Sub group level.

Canada raised the issue if Mdm. Phyllis is aware of the merger and what are her views to it. Based on her opinion IST is broad and there are other areas of IST that doesn’t fall under energy. 

Australia referred that most projects under IST are proposed via bottom up approach from Member Economies, how is it with EWG? As far as her concern, EWG is more prone towards bottom up, but mostly there is a combination of projects by Leaders’ direction or Expert Group advice.

5. Closing

Mdm Phyllis was ready to pass a copy of EWG’s Medium Term Work Plan for ISTWG’s reference and with that note, Mdm LS once again thanked Mdm Phyllis for her time and sharing, she hoped that the two groups could collaborate closely in future projects.
ISTWG SIDE MEETINGS - PARALLEL SESSIONS (6 MARCH 2011)

Side Meeting Reports by Sub Group Chairs

The four sub groups (A-D) presented the status of on-going projects and also delivered a few new proposals for discussion. The details of the proposed projects will be submitted to the APEC Secretariat for review and approval. The detailed reporting of each sub group is as below:

Sub group A: Human Resource Development (chaired by Thailand)

Sub group A which is chaired by Dr. Nares Darongchai from Thailand opened the discussion by confirming the mission of Subgroup A in strengthening the upstream capacity of industrial science and technology that is the development of human resource, as directed by the 4th Industrial Science and Technology Ministerial Meeting. HRD is and will remain an important topic for ISTWG and is the basis that supports all other Subgroups. The Chair suggested that discussions should be made with regard to not only the implementation of individual projects but also the overall processes and mechanisms of HRD in APEC and how to connect and align with other working groups in APEC.

Presentations on individual projects under Subgroup A were made subsequently.

1. The 4th APEC Youth Science Festival (Thailand)

The 4th APEC Youth Science Festival will be held in Thailand during 21-26 August 2011 under the theme “From Nature to Technology”. Selected students and young scientists from APEC member economies will explore the secrets of nature through science projects, experiments, and contests. They will also participate in special interdisciplinary forums and lectures during the festival. New deadline for registration is 31 May 2011 whereby applications should be sent through Thailand’s APEC focal point (Churdchan). Chinese Taipei, Korea and Malaysia confirmed that they are prepared to send students to participate, while Australia and USA are considering registering to the festival. A question was asked from Korea whether the theme is aligned with ISTWG’s goal i.e. green and sustainability, whereby Thailand responded positively.

2. APEC Research and Technology (ART) Program (Korea) 

The 2011 ART Program was held during 7-11 February 2011 in Seoul, with a theme of International S&T Network, where 19 participants from 14 APEC member economies participated. The result and discussion of the 2011 ART Program was feed into the APEC ISTWG workshop on International S&T Network on 5 March 2011 at the 40th ISTWG meeting as a means to provide a forum for discussing policy issues and directions of the APEC ISTWG and Subgroup B. The 2011 ART Program will be held early next year with a theme of “Connecting Research and Innovation” with close collaboration with Subgroup C of ISTWG. The Subgroup Chair encouraged Korea to consult with New Zealand who is the Chair of Subgroup C in preparing for next year’s event.

3. APEC International Master’s Program (Chile)

(Chile declined to present this project and it is uncertain whether it will be continued.)

4. APEC Science and Technology Mentoring Center for the Gifted in Science (Korea and Chinese Taipei)

Chinese Taipei reported on the preparation of the 3rd APEC Future Scientist Conference which is jointly organized by Chinese Taipei and Korea, and to be held in National Science Education Center, Taipei on 11-15 April 2011.  The event aims to attract around 70 participants from 17 APEC member economies.  The major activities of this event are poster presentation and contests of team projects with team members from different economies.  The theme of this event is “Green Energy and Sustainable Development.”  The theme-oriented research projects and Hands-on experiments will be implemented by gifted-students. Sub-group Chair also elaborated the difference with another project – “APEC Youth Science Festival”, whereby in this project the objective is to let the mentee solve a given problem by designing and doing experiments, under supervision of the mentor. The target group’s age is gifted students in their high school years.

5. Seminar on Development of Clean Energy (China)

(This topic was cancelled due to the absence of the proponent of the project.)

The Chair thanked all members for their contribution to the Subgroup, especially project proponents and presenters from Chinese Taipei, Korea, and Thailand for their excellent projects. The Subgroup then had productive discussions on relevant activities of HRDWG that appear in the medium-term and annual work plan of HRDWG as introduced by the Subgroup Chair. It is noted that one of the HRDWG medium-term goal is to make HRD as a cross-cutting working group in APEC. This provides perhaps a window of opportunity for ISTWG to collaborate with HRDWG in some specific aspects of human resource development.

Sub-group B - International Science and Technology Network  (chaired by Chinese Taipei)

Sub-group B which is chaired by Dr. Y.C. Heng from Chinese Taipei informed the meeting that Subgroup B, had a good exchange of views and discussion on the International S&T Network part of the ISTWG 2011 and Medium Term Work Plans. In particular, Subgroup B took note of the three focus themes of the U.S. host year: strengthening regional economic integration and expanding trade; promoting green growth; and advancing regulatory cooperation and convergence. It was timely also that a Workshop on International S&T Network was conducted the day before which provided many relevant inputs to this review discussion.

Key points of the discussion are listed below and will be used to assist the Member Economies when they consider preparing future project concept notes to subgroup B and for subgroup B to assess on-going project status reports;
· Networking is the main focus of subgroup B

· Subgroup B will use its “Networking tools” to support the Green Growth initiative

· Subgroup B will also use its “Networking tools” to assist ISTWG reaching out to the private sector

The dedicated public-private collaboration is expected to bring the “market driven” elements into the research project definition phase and helps to enhance the possibility of commercializing the research results by engaging early funding, technology transfer, incubation and so on. Thereby towards the goal of a “seamless regional economy” that produces economic growth, employment, and prosperity across the Asia-Pacific. 

The meeting also reviewed the six on-going projects status and new-concept note reports. These reports are outlined as follows:

1. APEC ISTI Database (Japan)

APEC-ISTI Database provides key science and technology statistics and policy documents comparable among APEC member economies. All data are collected from international sources and approved by member economies.  The APEC-ISTI project will be closed March 31, 2011. APEC-ISTI Database will be available until spring 2012.

2. APEC Research Network for Advanced biohydrogen Technology (Phase I) (Chinese Taipei)

The project outcomes include the steering committee meeting and kick-off workshop, the website establishing, season’s newsletter, Advanced Bio-hydrogen Technology conference and short-term training course. All the events were successfully carried out with the project that make sure the platform is well connecting the experts around the 14 APEC Member Economies. The participants include 21 keynote and invited speakers, as well as 65 students. The total presentation papers were 86 which includes oral (36) and poster (50). 

3.  Disaster Reduction Hyperbase – Asian Application (DRH-Asia) (Japan)

The purpose of this project is to reduce disaster in the real world by Normative Approach (Theoretical Approach) and Positive Approach (Empirical Approach).  This project will also better understand natural and social phenomena, the prescriptive approach (Problem-Oriented Approach), and the implementation technology and Knowledge and Technologies. The implementation technology and Knowledge includes Product, Process and wisdom which can help implementation of DRR in the real world by removing and reducing the effects of the obstacles in focused societies.  Disaster Reduction Hyperbase (DRH) is a web-based facility to aid disaster reduction policy in an interactive approach , to deal with multi hazard disaster reduction which is commonly used by developed & industrial economies.

4. Green Energy Demonstration System of Biological Technology for APEC 

(Chinese Taipei)

This project is to set-up green energy demonstration system for fixation of CO2 by using a biological technology and to promote a scientific research network among APEC members. The aims are to develop green energy technologies, to organize a platform for all bio energy technology experts. The expected outcome of the project will strengthen the promotion of green growth. 

The key objectives of this project are:

 In first stage (2011/07~2012/09)

· to establish a multi-stage green energy demonstration (MSGED) system by using high organic content biomass waste for public education laboratory;

· to organize 2011 steering committee meeting and workshop of green energy technology; to maintain an APEC research center and a website for advanced biohydrogen technology; 

· to offer the APEC economies experts for visiting, exchanging the experiences and research outcomes, and training courses, and to offer the consulting for the green energy technology to the APEC economies.

In the second stage (2012/09~2013/12)
· to extend and expand the green energy technology to the APEC economies; 

· to organized a green energy demonstration system program for sharing the experiences of scale-up development; 

· to promote this demonstration system to accelerate the commercial application of biofuels technologies;

· to extend the application research for the interdisciplinary cooperation with the APEC Energy Working Group.

5. APEC Forum on Harmonized Recycling System of Electronic Industry (Chinese Taipei)

The objectives of this project are to encourage communications among manufacturers, recyclers, NGOs, academia, and policy makers to resolve barriers to recycling.  Also, this project will encourage the establishment of the harmonized and / or jointly implemented recycling system for improving the efficiency and reducing the risks of recycling systems on two focuses:
· To improve refurbishment, reuse, and recycling of electronic devices - including an emphasis on design for recycling; and,

· To identify potential project opportunities for future collaboration among APEC economies/ regions on recycling.

The importance of this project lies in:
· Recycling is important to all APEC Member Economies/regions from the perspective of economy, environment, policy and legislation; and,

· Green growth is promoted by APEC. Recycling system, which closes the material flow, is the infrastructure of achieving a sustainable future.

The topics of The Forum will include: Collection Infrastructure and Logistics / Reverse Logistics, Design for Recycling Standards, Recycling Technologies and Markets and Regulatory and Policy Concerns.

6. Forum on Co-incubation Network Among APEC Business Incubators (China)

Aiming at resolving the obstacles for technology-based small companies to conduct global technology collaboration and cross-border investment, the project plans to hold a forum under the theme of “Co-incubation in Asia-Pacific” and to launch a Co-incubation Network among APEC business incubators at the forum. 

A three-day forum will be held in September 2011 in Xi’an. Before the forum, the research result and draft of co-incubation agreement will be produced. During the forum, at least 50 business incubators from APEC member economies will attend the event, and the Co-incubation Network will be officially launched. After the forum, the website will be online and the match-making events will be conducted. 

In 2010, Xi’an International Business Incubator will act as the Chair Incubator of the year. In every year after 2011, the network affairs and events will be conducted by the Annual Chair Incubator, selected from the network members on a rotation basis.

In general, this co-incubation network is a multilateral cooperation with multidimensional focuses. In the meanwhile, it directly responds to the APEC growth strategies, as it shows the progress demonstrative, involves participation of private sectors and presents a balanced, innovative and sustainable cooperation. 

Sub-group C- Connecting Research and Innovations (chaired by New Zealand)

The chair of Sub-group C, Ms Emma MacDonald reported that the Connecting Research and Innovation Sub-group has had a lower up take than other sub groups in the ISTWG forum.  During the friends of the chair meeting held the 5th March 2011, it was agreed that the connection between research and innovation was important for ISTWG to ensure it remained relevant in the wider APEC context. With the new goals set out by ITSWG for 2011 – 2015 the importance of Sub-group C is apparent. 

 

There is a mechanism for Sub-group C to become more active through the Innovation Policy Forum (IPF).  The Innovation Policy Forum, first held at the 39th ISTWG meeting, will be convened once a year in the margins of ISTWG.  IPF could be used as an instrument for Sub-group C to development of projects from the ideas generated during the forum and widen them into programs that promote the APEC goals set out by the leaders and Ministers’.  Alongside this, the ART Program for 2012 will be on the topic of research and innovation.  This will also give the opportunity to reinvigorate the sub-group and identify key areas of focus.   

 

The overall objective of the sub-group is to promote innovative growth and the development of emerging economic sectors by linking research to economic benefit.  The sub-group will do this by providing a platform for economies to work together to address these important public policy issue.  

 

Key priority areas for the 2011-2013 years sub-group C would be:

· Commercialization of research and technology transfer 

· Accessing capital for innovation (from pre-seed through to venture) 

· Fostering entrepreneurial culture – which will link with the HR sub-group.

The sub-group will balance a policy perspective with an action focus,   projects should focus on:

· Sharing of policy experiences between APEC economies on issues outlined in the key priority areas; or 

· Programs that connect government, research and business throughout the APEC region.  

Ms Emma MacDonald briefed the meeting that her subgroup reviewed two as follows:

1. Workshop on Advancing Biotechnology and Ensuring Sustainable Financing
Korea reported that he workshop was successfully held in November 2010 and focused on linking researchers with venture capitalists.  The workshop raised a number of issues on interest to sub-group C, including the importance of intermediaries and accessing capital.  The project leaders’ recommended that follow-up from this project links with other APEC networks such as the Investment Experts Group (IEG).  Korea will follow up on this project at the 42nd ISTWG meeting on how progress between partnerships was formed at the workshop.

2. Marine Oil Spills: Monitoring, Risk Diminishing  and Aftermath’s Mitigation (Russia)

Russia also tabled a concept note on marine oil spills with a proposal to hold a workshop to connect academics, government and business to discuss best practice for diminishing the effects from marine oil spills.  Russia is looking for co-sponsorship.  Interested economies should contact Prof Khuziyotov.  The proposal will be shared with the Emergency Preparedness Working Group and the Marine Resources Conservation Working Group for their information.         

 

Sub-group D – Technological Cooperation and Strategic Planning (chaired by China)

The meeting took note that only five concept notes out of eight were presented, since the proponents and overseers of the proposal or projects was not present at the meeting:

1. APEC Climate Center for Climate Information Services to Society (Korea)

APEC Climate Center's proposed project "Harnessing and Using Climate Information for Agriculture, Water Resource Management and Energy Efficiency" addresses ECOTECH priorities and ISTWG goals. It aims to leverage on the strengths of APEC economies in climate prediction science and transfer technologies and build capacities among other APEC economies. The project focuses on the application of state-of-the-art climate information for the sectors mentioned to give policy inputs and improve decision-making based on science. Expected outcomes include addressing knowledge and technology gaps, sharing of best practices, and improvement of linkages among producers and users of climate information.
2. APEC Research Center for Typhoon and Society (Chinese Taipei)

APEC Research Center for Typhoon and Society (ACTS) reported the activity schedule for 2011. The 1st ACTS Working Group (ACTSWG) meeting will be held on 10 April 2011, and the APEC Typhoon Symposium (APTS) 2011 has been scheduled on 11 to 13 April and is anticipated to cooperate with ATCWG and EPWG. ACTS also reported the training program plan, and invited all member economies to participate. In addition, ACTS also presented various research projects to improve the understanding of Typhoon and its impact. China supported ACTS and expects the center to be a useful platform to improve typhoon research. The Lead Shepherd gave her congratulations to ACTS opening and blessing to all the upcoming events. Japan expressed continuous support and encouraged ACTS to develop more scientific research projects and reiterated ACTS should focus on research and avoid overlapping with existing programs.

The US also encouraged the ACTS to develop cross fora cooperation. In addition to strengthen the network of information and experience sharing in APEC, ACTS is  looking forward to conducting more scientific research on typhoon-heavy rain related subjects and seeking cooperation with APCC, JMA, CMA, and other APEC Working Groups.

3. APEC-Virtual Center for Environmental Technology Exchange (APEC –VC)(Japan)

The APEC Virtual Center Project, with the 16 years history of activities under the APEC ISTWG official projects, has conducted various activities such as disseminating environmental information, holding workshops and symposia and contributed to SME’s access to global markets by establishing the Eco Market. 

The last workshop was held on November 23, 2010 in Kyoto, Japan under the theme of “Rebuilding the APEC-VC Project developing a strategy for APEC fund”. 

It was agreed at the workshop that APEC-VC Japan submit the Concept Note to the APEC Funds program to initiate or activate the Cyber Environment Exhibition for SMEs (this is one of 4 pillars in the APEC-VC Road Map) and all economies in attendance at this workshop supported the project proposed by VC Japan by contributing their knowledge and expertise. 

APEC-VC’s target is to become a “Gateway” on the information on environment and energy conservation related business and framework for APEC economies.

4. Establishment of High-Performance Emergency Responds Mechanism in APEC region

Aligning with one of APEC’s key priorities “Path toward a secure community”, this project is to initiate forum/session activity, either in APEC regular/annual activities or an independent workshop, to: 

· enhance understanding of developing practical operation mechanism against disasters in APEC region with possibility of establishing SOP or standard;

· share development and deployment experiences of building emergency preparedness solutions;

· strengthen linkage and communication platform for governments and industries from APEC region;

· exhibit related disaster prediction/prevention facilities, systems, and technologies; and,

· Establish formal and sustainable linkage & communication platform among governments and industries in APEC region.

The key activities & deliverables include the organization of a special session or workshop in APEC annual meeting agenda (or initiate an independent workshop, if necessary) to deliver mutual understanding of international emergency responds mechanism, to exhibit related ICT-based solutions which can support the promotion of disaster management concept and to integrate mutual understanding to suggest related SOP or standard on disaster preparation.

5.  International Institute for Sustainable  Laboratories (United States of America)

The proponent just presented very briefly the preliminary proposal. For further information on this proposal please contact Dr. Katya Delak.

The host economy, United States suggested that Subgroup D key focus will be:

Sub-group D will promote scientific and technical collaboration and foster technical cooperation among APEC economies, within the key priorities set by ISTWG. As this requires longer term implementation to generate substantive technical data for decision making, cooperation with other related Working Groups in APEC and a wider co-operation is needed. In such cases, linking to other international bodies outside APEC may be pursued.

Terms of Reference for ISTWG Sub-Group Chair 
At the end of the session, with the spirit to empower the Sub-group Chairs, APEC Secretariat shared the proposed Terms of Reference for ISTWG Sub-group Chairs with members from Subgroup A and B, while Mdm LS explained the same document to members of Sub-group C and D. 

Among the scope of responsibilities suggested for Subgroup Chairs includes:
· Evaluate/Assess all new Concept Notes, ensuring that it meets ISTWG and Sub-group objectives.

· Rank and prioritize the new Concept Notes based on sub-group consensus; submit to Lead Sheppard for overall ISTWG ranking and prioritization. 

· Monitor approved projects based on major project milestones or deliverables. Ensure that mandatory monitoring and final completion and evaluation reports on relevant APEC-funded projects are submitted by Project Overseers to facilitate the Program Director in the APEC Secretariat to submit those reports in a timely manner to the BMC.

· Ensure that upon completion, the Project Overseer provides a statement (e.g. press release, article, etc.) of the outcomes to be published on the APEC website and work with the APEC Secretariat, as well as local and international media, to promote and encourage media coverage of APEC project-related activities. 

The meeting was informed that this will be deliberated and endorsed at the Plenary Meeting Session.

40TH ISTWG PLENARY MEETING (7 MARCH 2011)

1. Opening
1.1 Opening by Lead Shepherd 
Mdm. Wan Zaharah Wan Mohamad, the Lead Shepherd from Malaysia, declared open the plenary session of the 40th ISTWG meeting, and welcomed the delegates. She gave an overview of major highlights that transpired from 5 - 6 March 2011. 

She said that the 40th ISTWG Meeting kicked off on the first day with The Friends of the Chair Meeting to review and strengthen the strategic direction of ISTWG, and proceeded with the Workshop on International S&T Network. The sequence of events became more interesting on the second day as it was initiated by Mr. Kurt Tong, The Senior Official representing the United States as host economy who shared some inspiring remarks. Mdm Phyllis Yoshida, EWG LS then joined the group for the Bilateral Meeting between ISTWG and EWG; she was very cooperative and willing to share the works and progress of EWG. The meeting continued with ISTWG’s Side Meetings of the four Subgroups which ran in parallel in two separate rooms. The second half of the day was spent on a very insightful site tour arranged by the host economy to visit a few Solar and Energy Efficient Homes.

She thanked the host economy, United States for the wonderful meeting arrangements and the site visit. She also thanked the APEC Secretariat representative, Mr. Luis Enrique Vertiz for his continuous effort. 

1.2 Welcome Remarks by Host Economy: Dr. Susan Gardner, Deputy Director of Office of Science & Technology Cooperation, United States of America 
Dr. Susan Gardner, Deputy Director of Office of Science & Technology Cooperation, United States of America in her brief speech once again on behalf of the host economy warmly welcomed all the delegates to the meeting. She was glad that the delegates enjoyed the site visit and had the opportunity to visit a few real American homes and the historical Capitol district. She departed her remarks by wishing everyone a fruitful meeting.

2.2 Briefing on project management development (Monitoring, Completion Reports, Concept Notes, Project proposals, etc.) by Mr. Luis E. Vertiz. 

Mr. Vertiz briefed the meeting for Session 1 four new Concept Notes were submitted and one Concept Note has been approved by the BMC. The four Concept Notes includes: 

1. Cooperative Study on Efficient Renewable Resources Integration and Distribution

Technologies for Smart Grid Construction (China).

2. The Forum on Co-incubation Network among APEC Business Incubators (China)

3. Harnessing and Using Climate Information for Decision-making in Agriculture, Water Resource Management and Energy Efficiency (Korea).

4. The Seminar on Development of Clean Energy (China) 

He thanked Project Proponents and Project Overseers for their cooperation in submitting the Completion and Monitoring reports on time. He received two Completion and two Monitoring Reports this round. He reminded all the economies to comply with the deadlines as BMC has the authority to bar any forum from putting forth new Concept Notes upon failure to submit Completion Report and he cautioned the risk would be jeopardizing any economies from the opportunity of receiving APEC funding.

Again he stressed on the timely submission of Concept Notes ranking and prioritization if Member Economies want their views to be taken into consideration because this ranking will need to be submitted further to PMU and then be considered by the BMC.

2.3 Current key developments within APEC by Mr. Luis E. Vertiz

Mr. Vertiz, ISTWG Program Director once again briefed the meeting on the recent key developments under APEC and within APEC Secretariat, which involves: the outcome of the Yokohama Declaration and Vision – Bogor Goals and Beyond, the three identified priority areas by the host economy, changes to the 2011 APEC wide funding criteria, and  new templates for concept notes submission. He also informed that the 7th edition Guidebook on APEC Projects has been published and can be downloaded at the APEC Website.

3.  Proposal for Enhancing Dialogues and Information Sharing on Innovation Policy (Japan)

Mr Yoji Ueda, from METI Japan presented to the meeting a proposal for enhancing dialogues and information sharing on Innovation Policy. (Doc. 2011/SOM1/ISTWG/023)

Mdm LS invited economies to give their comments pertaining to this proposal.

Australia suggested that this be opened to other working groups as well and should be conducted along the peripherals of SOM Meetings. However it would be better if topics to be discussed could be identified earlier.

United States supports Australia’s views and hoped that the Innovation Policy Forum will continue.

New Zealand thanked and expressed their support to Japan for their continuous efforts in pursuing the IPF.

Chinese Taipei also supports this proposal and suggested that Intellectual Property Rights could be one of the identified topics for the next IPF.

Mdm. LS concurred with all Member Economies which supported the IPF. She said she leaves it to Japan to decide on the venue and perhaps in future the IPF can be held at the margins of SOM Meetings.

4. Friends of Chairs’ Report and Discussions:

4.1 ISTWG Management and Delivery Mechanism

Mdm LS informed the meeting that during the Subgroup Side Meetings, they had previewed the proposed ToR for Subgroup Chairs, the scope was extracted from the Guidelines for LS and Deputy LS of APEC Working Groups and Task Forces. This is in line with the spirit of empowering the Subgroup Chairs to improve the management and delivery mechanisms of projects overseen by each Subgroup. Mdm LS opened the floor for economies specifically the Subgroup Chairs to deliberate further on this. 

Canada thought the introduction of a set of ToR for Subgroup Chairs is a good move, nevertheless they have some reservations that this could inflict unnecessary tension among Member Economies as the Sub-group Chairs has autonomy discretion in deciding which projects can be recommended and which should be declined. Above and beyond tasking the Subgroup Chairs to monitor projects can be burdensome and may not be delivered to well.

United States is of the opinion that the Subgroup Chairs should be empowered in terms of strategic planning and leadership and it would unfair for them to monitor projects.

New Zealand described the impression of working in isolation by this suggested ToR, she ventured if there was a possibility for the four Subgroup Chairs to meet with the LS and APEC Secretariat before the Plenary Meetings starts in future because overarching leadership by LS is very much needed for Subgroup Chairs to channel the synergy of APEC’s development and objectives to the rest of the Member Economies under each subgroup. 

Chinese Taipei informed the meeting that in the past the four subgroup Chairs, LS and APEC Secretariat served as the Management team.

Thailand suggested that the Management Team shall assist LS through separate meetings as and when necessary. Other than that the chore task is to vet and channel project proposals to the relevant Subgroup. Proposals which are not under the 4 Subgroups shall be left under the jurisdiction of LS.

Mr. Vertiz has no objections if the Subgroup Chairs are reluctant to do the project monitoring as proposed in the ToR because that supporting role has always been rendered by the APEC Secretariat to the working group.

Eventually the meeting agreed to adopt and endorsed the amended ToR for Subgroup Chairs as:

1. Work with LS and Sub-group members with the support of APEC Secretariat Program Director to develop and recommend strategic direction and focus of ISTWG and Sub-groups
2. Assess all new Concept Notes or proposals, ensuring that it meets APEC, ISTWG and Sub-group objectives.
4.2 Strategic Direction 2011 2020: Realignment of Medium Term Work Plan and Strategies of Implementation

Mdm LS informed the meeting that during the Friends of the Chair Meeting it was agreed that the Medium Term Work Plan and its Annual Work Plan has to be realigned to the calls of APEC Leaders Growth Strategy.  She showed the meeting the latest version of the Medium Term Work Plan after incorporating the views and comments by Member Economies.

She included the following preamble that was extracted from the current Annual Work Plan:

“The APEC Industrial Science and Technology Working Group (ISTWG) recognizes the critical and strategic role that it has in helping member economies achieve positive gains by encouraging widespread access to and, increase knowledge about industrial science and technology. The ISTWG will support the priorities of innovative and green growth under the APEC Growth Strategy. It is the engine of future economic growth. The relevance and wealth of knowledge and expertise that resides within member economies representing ISTWG, coupled with their dynamism will be beneficial to APEC. 

The ISTWG focus will then be to help create the environment that promotes and facilitates the generation of new ideas, the commercialization of ideas or “taking labs to market”, the diffusion of new and existing knowledge and technologies, developing creative, innovative, talented people and developing entrepreneurial skills. 

The ISTWG acted as implementer of projects, as well as an advisor on innovation and commercialization policy, especially in industrial science and technology. Collaboration among members in developing and implementing new initiatives that have significant impact, sustainable and promote innovative growth will be given further attention. Learning form others and benchmarking will be an important element in moving forward. New and innovative approaches will be introduced in the conduct of ISTWG business so as to ensure continued success, relevance and sustainability.”

The meeting reviewed and agreed to adopt and endorse the preamble to be included in the Revised Medium Term Work Plan. Other than that the meeting also agreed to endorse the new goals for ISTWG, which are:

“Recognizing the priorities outlined by the APEC Leaders Growth Strategy to promote free and open trade and investment, and strengthen regional economic integration, the Industrial Science and Technology Working Group will: 
1. Promote innovation in order to advance green growth and sustainable economic development; and

2. Strengthen the link between scientific and technological research, innovation and commercialization through engaging private sector, research organizations, academic sector and other international bodies.”

The meeting accepted and endorsed the key priorities for ISTWG as drafted by the United States as follows:

“Three (3) key priorities scope the Work Programs and activities that enable ISTWG achieve its goals. These key priorities can be revisited annually to ensure that they are always aligned to APEC Leaders’ Growth Strategy.

1. Enhance scientific and technological collaboration and cooperation to help address our common challenges;

2. Share information on policies to create enabling environments for the commercialization of research and innovations in order to create jobs and grow our economies; and,

3. Support international science and technology networks in order to enhance human resource capacity building and share information on innovation policies and innovative activities.”

4.3 Annual Plan for 2011 

Mdm LS informed the meeting that the Annual Work Plan for 2011 will be realigned to the new set of goals and key priorities of ISTWG. She said that the ISTWG has found a unique positioning in its own niche area.

4.4 Science and Technology Ministerial Meeting (STMM)

The meeting was informed that the earliest STMM would be held in 2012 in Russia as they take turn to be the next host economy.

5. Finalizing Draft Report for SOM Meeting
The draft summary record of the 40th ISTWG meeting will be prepared by the rapporteur and the APEC Secretariat, it will be circulated to the ISTWG members for their comments and inputs intersessionally. It will also be brought to the attention of the SCE-COW Meeting on 9 March 2011 by Mdm LS. 

The final summary report of the 40th ISTWG meeting will be adopted at the 41stISTWG meeting in San Francisco, USA.   
6. Confirmation of ISTWG 41st Meeting

The United States informed the meeting that the 41st ISTWG meeting will be held along with SOM3 in San Francisco, USA. Chile expressed their appreciation to the United States for being able to host the next meeting and stated their agreement for the best interest of the ISTWG.

7. Other Issues

7.1  4th APEC Future Scientist Conference 
Malaysia referred to page 7 of the 39th ISTWG Summary Record and informed the meeting that they were unable to host the 4th APEC Future Scientist Conference in 2012 due to circumstances and offered if there were any economies that would host this event.
7.2  APEC International Master’s Program

Chile apologized for not being able to present their project at the Sub-group A meeting for unforeseen reasons. However, they’ll get in touch with the APEC Secretariat to inform the status of the project.

8.  Meeting Summary & Closing 

Australia, Chile, Thailand, United States congratulated Mdm Lead Shepherd for her excellent leadership in chairing and setting back the right track and direction for  ISTWG. 

Macao, China informed the meeting that they are very pleased with the new direction set forth for ISTWG and they are looking forward to join the next meeting.

Philippines hopes to receive the decisions of SCE-COW Meeting related to the proposed merger between ISTWG and EWG.

China and Korea thanked United States for their patronage in organizing the meeting, they also thanked Mdm. LS and APEC Secretariat for their continuous effort. 

Mdm Lead Shepherd also thanked all member economies for attending and wished all a safe trip home and hope to see them again at the next meeting. She also accorded her profound appreciation to the host economy for hosting the 40th ISTWG and the next meeting. Lastly she thanked Program Director, Mr. Vertiz for his undivided efforts in making this meeting a success. The meeting ended with a round of applause from all economies present.

The meeting was attended by delegates from the following Economies; USA, Philippines, Vietnam, Russia and Chinese Taipei.

Sub-Group B meeting dealt with two main topics this morning; new work plan 2012-2013 and review of new concept notes.

Sub-Group B was also asked by Madame Lead Shepherd to look into the request made by ISTWG USA co-chair on possible merger of Sub-Group B and Sub-Group D.

The meeting decided to address the merger issue first by examining the role of ISTWG and the latest version of the ISTWG Medium Work Plan and the needed organizational /functional structure to carry out its tasks. The meeting had an in-depth discussion and came to the conclusion that three functional sub-Groups are required for the future of ISTWG;

· Research topics

· Public private partnership

· Networking
With Networking as a functional organization considered needed by the meeting delegates, a further discussion went on which developed a suggestion to change the current Sub-Group title from “International Science and Technology Network” to “Industrial Science and Technology Networks”. The new Sub-Group will deal with the following main topics in addressing relevant issues of the Member Economies;

4. Through networking, seeking to understand pressing industrial science and technology challenges of the Member Economies.

5. Through networking, providing and enhancing multi-disciplinary industrial science and technology advices for the Member Economies. (advices are sought from both Research and PPP Sub-Groups)

6. Through networking, attempting to provide commercialization, especially Technology Transfer advices for the Member Economies. (in conjunction with future Innovation Policy Dialogue)

The meeting then touched upon 2012-2013 work plans, these include;

· Establish virtual and physical networks.

· Demonstrate real cases of Member Economies utilize successfully the networks in both raising requests and getting advice supports.

Both USA and Vietnam delegates pointed out the growing number of Tech Parks/ Science Parks in the developing countries which are in greater need of the above networks and its supports. 

Finally, the meeting reviewed four new concept notes and advised the presenters that they need to obtain minimum two more Member Economy to co-sponsor their proposals and get them submitted to the ISTWG Secretariat by 29th September.  
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
