Deputy Secretary-General Hui-min Shih Remarksto The
Opening Ceremony of the 2012 Annual Convention

Dear Past Commander-in-Chief Banas, Commander Hirshbein,

delegates, distinguished guests, ladies and gentlemen,

Good morning.

| am the Deputy Secretary-General of the Veterans Affairs
Commission from the Republic of China in Taiwan. This is my
first time to attend your convention. | feel very honored to
attend your convention on behalf of General Tseng, Jing-ling,
the Minister of the Veterans Affairs Commission. And | wish all
of you an enjoyable and successful 2012 Annual Convention
here in Subic Bay, Philippines. Last October, we had the honor
to receive Commander Hirshbein and his beautiful wife during
our country’s 100" Anniversary celebrations; | think they must

have shared with you some of what they saw in Taiwan.

The bond between our two organizations started since 1955, the
second year after the founding of VAC. Your members in
Talwan started to offer friendship by participating in blood drive
to help our comrades who were wounded under Communist
gunfire. Later on, your leaders from the national began to visit
with us, and our leaders reciprocated by visiting annual
conventions at your level and those at the national. VFW and the
VAC have shared a long and sound history of association over
fifty some years; this relationship has been well cherished and
growing through inter-visits by representatives from both of our
organizations in the past years. We in VAC are glad to be part of
this history, and we hope that, through our endeavors, it will
continue to be the way in the years to come. What we are more
appreciative of is the friendly gesture that you passed

resolutions in every convention to support my country.

Year 2008 is an important milestone in the history of the
Republic of Chinain Taiwan. Our President Ma, Ying-jeou took
over office on May 20™ that year. He began his policy toward
mainland China by encouraging trades and interactions between
Talwan and the other side of the Taiwan Strait. Over the years,
this policy has brought into Taiwan tourists from the China

mainland; the total number takes up the majority of all our

visitors from overseas. This year, he once again won the second
term as the President. These prove that the making-friends
policy is welcomed by the people on the both sides of the
Taiwan Strait, and | believe that is also welcomed by the United
States government. However, on the other hand, our findings,
whether from news and from satellites show that we are till
under the missile and other high tech weapon threats of the
Communist People's Liberation Army. So, at this point, | want
to appeal to you to continue passing resolutions urging your
federal government to sell to Taiwan the defensive weapons,
according to the Taiwan Relations Act, so that we will be able to
safe-guard our own security, and help with the American
economy as well as the stability of the Southeast Asia in the

meantime.

Thank you again for inviting me.

Now, in appreciation of the endeavors which Commander
Hirshbein has put in strengthening the friendship and
cooperation between our two organizations in the past year, |
would like to present him a gift on behaf of Minister Tseng,
Jng-ling.
