Chinese Taipei’s Progress on Implementation of the UNCAC

Ms. Chair, distinguished members of the ACT, Chinese Taipei is very pleased to have this opportunity to present its progress on enforcing the UNCAC. In the previous ACT meeting this year, Chinese Taipei put forward a number of measures which were in line with the UNCAC. In the past three months, Chinese Taipei further adopted certain anti-corruption measures and these measures are outlined as follows. 
	First of all, Chinese Taipei recalls that the UNCAC requires the adoption of code of conduct in public sector. In this regard, Chinese Taipei has established its own code of conduct for public officials in 2008. What is more, Chinese Taipei recently initiated another anti-corruption scheme for the purpose of further creating honorable and proper performance of public functions. This scheme requests all ministries, departments, and agencies shall establish their own anti-corruption SOPs according to their own nature and characteristics. The SOPs would be the detailed guidance for public officials when they perform duties. In particular, during the process of establishing the SOPs, these authorities are required to identify the areas in which corruption has more possibility to occur and therefore employ necessary preventing measures in advance.
Ms. Chair, with respect to preventing corruption in high-risk field, it is widely recognized in Chinese Taipei that public construction is one of the field with high corruption-prone. Currently, some of Chinese Taipei’s laws, such as the Government Procurement Act and Anti-Corruption Act, have established certain legislative measures to punish companies for committing bribery of fraud when they participate in the process of government procurement. These measures contain the termination of contract, debarment of doing business with the government for a certain period, imposing fines on companies and imprisonment of companies’ directors or employees. In addition to these measures, by referring to experience of the World Bank, Chinese Taipei is currently considering another idea. That is, if a company participates in a government procurement project but is found guilty of bribery by the court, then the bank would have its financing or loans to this company suspended. Chinese Taipei is of the view that this measure would be a win-win strategy for the government, the construction industry and the banking system. 
Finally, Chinese Taipei understood that the UNCAC also emphasizes the importance of transparency and society participation. In our last meeting this year, Chinese Taipei reported that it has taken advantage of society participation in a significant reservoirs construction project. Through the participation from the public, Chinese Taipei invited the volunteers to help monitor this project in order to maintain its quality and therefore protect water resource. In fact, water resource is very precious in Chinese Taipei. However, according to a public survey on corruption, the pubic officials in charge of administrating water resource are one of the fields with the worst reputation for corruption. For that reason, Chinese Taipei further created the “water management anti-corruption campaign”. According to this campaign, the water resource management authority shall enhance transparency as far as possible. By way of this, the public can monitor how water resource is administrated and protected, and corruption in this field therefore can be reduced to the lowest extent.
