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Proposal on IAACA Anti-Corruption

Public Service Announcement Videos, Posters and Songs Expo

Corruption erodes social justice and undermines economic development and political integrity.  It is like a malignant tumor in a civilised society.  As the problem of corruption grows serious, rooting it out and severely punishing the culprits becomes a most urgent priority.  With rapid economic globalisation and the advancement of information technology, organised transnational crimes like terrorism, drug trafficking and money laundering are often intertwined with corruption and bribery. These criminal activities threaten the stability and development of different regions and the world at large. Combating them demands greater and closer international cooperation.  As well as perfecting anti-corruption laws and regulations and setting up designated agencies, the fight against corruption urgently calls for the understanding, support and cooperation of the general public. Only through concerted effort can a multi-faceted and multi-dimensional corruption prevention network be established to crack down on the problem.

Since its inception in 2006, the International Association of Anti-Corruption Authorities (IAACA) has been committed to promoting the implementation of the United Nations Convention Against Corruption (UNCAC).  The efforts of the IAACA have won the support of large sections of the international community.  More than 170 countries and regions and over 30 international authorities involved in investigation, prosecution and prevention of corruption have taken part in IAACA annual conferences, general meetings, training seminars, etc.  These activities provide an important platform for international cooperation in the battle against corruption. 

In December 2011, the Independent Commission Against Corruption of the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region hosted the first IAACA International Anti-Corruption Public Service Announcement Video Competition and Workshop in Hong Kong. A total of 29 anti-corruption agencies from 21 countries and regions took part in the Competition.  Over 200 international experts from the anti-corruption and media field attended the Workshop.  Members of the IAACA shared with participants their experience of the use of mass media to enhance public participation in anti-corruption work. The event received wide acclaim from the international community.

The IAACA continues to forge ahead with its pivotal role in the anti-corruption cause.  In order:

· to further promote the effective implementation of the UNCAC,

· to educate and mobilise the public in the fight against corruption through the use of mass media,

· to enhance individual awareness of the evils of corruption,

· to cultivate personal integrity, and

· to build a corruption-free and prosperous society,

the IAACA plans to organise regularly an Anti-Corruption Public Service Announcement Videos, Posters and Songs Expo from 2013 onwards.  Details of the proposal are as follows:

I
Content and Requirement

Contents of anti-corruption public service announcement videos, posters and songs entered in the Expo should cover the following areas: cultivation of personal integrity; the promotion of clean government; the building of a culture of probity and honesty as well as demonstration of the evils of corruption.

Entries can either be solely produced by IAACA member organisations or jointly produced by the IAACA member organisation in partnership with other agencies.  Submissions should be made available for public display or broadcast in the mass media.

II
Submission

Entries of anti-corruption public service announcement videos, posters and songs should be submitted via the member organisations of the IAACA, to the IAACA Secretariat, in DVD format by mail (Address: 147 Beiheyuan Avenue, Beijing, People Republic of China, postal code 100726) or through the internet (E-mail: iaaca2006@yahoo.com.cn). III
Adjudication

The adjudication panel will consist of Executive Committee Members of the IAACA, representatives from the United Nations, internationally renowned anti-corruption experts and media representatives as well as representatives of anti-corruption agencies.  Awards in four categories, Excellent, First, Second and Third Class, will be given to winning entries.

IV
Use and Promotion of the Entries

Entries will be presented at the IAACA annual conferences, general meetings, seminars, executive committee meetings.  Moreover, they are recommended to be shown at the Conference of the States Parties of the UNCAC and other international anti-corruption meetings as well. Efforts will also be made to broadcast the entries in the mainstream media all over the world. 

The copyright of the entries belongs to the original author.  After the IAACA clears the copyright and reaches an agreement of use with the original author, the entries can be used by member organisations of the IAACA and dubbed into local languages if required. 

V
Budget

Production and postal fees of the submitted entries shall be borne by contestants.  Costs of the organisation of the Expo, the adjudication of entries and conferment of awards will be borne by the IAACA and the country or region hosting the Expo.
