The delegation of El Salvador would like to propose that a workshop on "Rules of Origin and Labelling requirements" be organised at the next meeting of the Committee on Rules of Origin. The workshop would constitute a purely technical and educational exercise, during which the following topics could be covered:

-
Non preferential rules of origin and Labelling requirements, origin marking:  what are rules of origin, what are they used for, state of play in the harmonization work programme, WTO Agreement on Rules of origin;

-
Analysis of the preamble of the Consolidated Text (G/RO/W/111/Rev.6):  "Recognizing that rules of origin do not prejudice Members' rights and obligations in respect of the application of domestic requirements for food labelling or for sanitary and phytosanitary measures";

-
Requirements with relation to the determination of origin under the WTO Agreement on Technical Barriers to Trade (TBT):  mandatory requirements, requirements with relation to labelling.  Example:  Labelling of Textiles, Clothing, Footwear, and Travel Goods;

-
TRIPS and protected origin marking, including GI;

-
Current practice: illustration through the experiences of two or three Members;

Discussion.
