What the investigating authorities examine/take into account when they evaluate whether to invoke critical circumstances and the imposition of provisional measures？(Article 6)
Ans:
Concerning whether to invoke critical circumstances and the imposition of provisional measures, if in preliminary investigation, there is clear evidence that increased imports have caused or are threatening to cause serious injury to the domestic industry, and that the situation is critical, such that delay would cause damage that would be difficult to repair, the investigating authority may make a proposal for a provisional increase of the tariffs.
As to what is the critical situation such that delay would cause damage that would be difficult to repair, although we do not have any such case until now, we assume each case may be different. The worst situation of the domestic industry such as factory close, bankruptcy and the moderate situation such as temporary market share loss and layoff may be at the opposite ends of spectrum. 

The structure of an investigation (i.e., each of the events that take place during the course of an investigation, starting with reception of a petition) (both statutory/regulatory and discretionary elements)
Ans:
For Chinese Taipei, regulatory elements include release of questionnaires, on-site verification and hearing(s) and Commission meeting. Discretionary elements include a registration to participate in the investigation.

Establishment of timelines for the numerous phases of an investigation (e.g., notices to interested parties, release of and responses to questionnaires, opportunities for interested parties to comment, general internal deadlines during analysis phase, release of pertinent facts and conclusions, hearings, consultations, final determination phase (including additional review by higher/review bodies before a decision can become effective, if needed)
Ans:
For Chinese Taipei, if the product concerned is general products, the regulatory timeline for proposing provisional measures is 70 days and that for making a final injury determination is 120 days (it may extend 60 days). No regulatory timelines set for elements such as notices to interested parties, questionnaires release and internal analysis, release of pertinent facts and conclusions, hearings and consultations. For those elements without regulatory timelines, the investigating authority will arrange them in sequence within the regulatory timelines before making a decision whether to imposing provisional measures and before making a final determination. 
Concerning additional review by higher/review bodies before a decision can become effective, there are 10 days or 15 days for lower authority to submit proposal, recommendations or reports to higher/review bodies, while there are no timelines for higher/review bodies to make decisions.

Comparison of investigatory structure with other phases related to a measure (e.g., deadlines with regard to application of a measure, timelines in interim reviews or reviews to extend a measure)
Ans:
For Chinese Taipei, investigatory structure of a changed circumstances review or a review of extension measures is the same as that of an original safeguard investigation, while the time line for determination of extension measure is shorter than that for an original safeguard investigation or a changed circumstances review. Due to the proceedings of annual reviews include only a hearing, it is supposed to be shorter than those of other phases related to a measure, although no specific number of days stipulated in our Rules.

For the relevant elements above, execution of a process for making the required WTO notifications (e.g., initiation of an investigation, application of provisional measures, finding of serious injury of threat thereof, determination to apply or extend a measure)
Ans:
The prototype of the required WTO notifications would be useful for the first user of safeguard measures. All our notifications will forward to our Permanent Mission at Geneva and then the Mission will transfer them to WTO secretariat.
