Monday 11%* August

We'll meet in the afternoon to introduce the students to myself and the tutors, and we’ll have a
campus tour as well. If you wish you can visit the nearby supermarket to get any food items you
may need. There will be a welcome dinner at 7pm

Tuesday 12 August

We will set off around campus on a treasure hunt, collecting images, sounds, feelings and words
on iPads (students may also use their own smartphones if they wish). In the afternoon we will
brainstorm stories that arise from the treasures we found, and we’ll write the first entry in a
journal which will help students to keep track of their experiences. The students will be given
time each afternoon to write another entry in their journal.

Wed/vmday 13 August

The students will be off-campus on a trip, and we’ll give them a mission to complete while
they’re there! We will leave at 09:00 and return around 18:00.

Thwrsday 14 August

We will work on communication and presentation skills, using storytelling techniques and digital
media to explore different ways of telling stories and presenting information.

Friday 15 August

We'll bring the week to a close by having a workshop on giving feedback to fellow students, and
each student will give a short informal presentation about their work so far, with time for
discussion. We’ll spend the afternoon on the climbing wall thinking about trust, risk-taking and
teamwork.

Monday 18 August

We’ll begin the second week with focused workshops with the three tutors so that each student
can work more closely on their story project. The afternoon will consist of time for each student
to work either individually or in small groups on their project.

Tuesday 19 August

In the morning we’ll meet to check in on the progress of the projects with another round of short
informal presentations, and we’ll spend the afternoon playing team building and story telling
games, as well as working on the projects.

The students will be off-campus on a trip. We will leave at 09:00 and return around 18:00.
Thursday 21 August

In preparation for the final day of the program we’ll have workshops on how to use the voice
effectively in public presentations. In the afternoon students will have the chance to work on a
one-to-one basis with the tutors on their project, and we’ll play some team building games.
Friday 22 August

On the final day we’ll spend the morning discussing the students’ experiences, encouraging the
students to reflect together on what they’ve learned, what they’ve enjoyed and what they will
remember going forward. In the afternoon each student will present their project — this might be
using PowerPoint, movie-making software or they might simply tell their story by reading it out.
The students will then vote for their favorite presentation and there will be the chance to give
friendly feedback to each other. We'll then present congratulations certificates to each student.
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
