Peach Aviation, Jetstar Japan and Spring Airlines have established their base at KIX.

Overview of LCC business based at KIX

“Peach” was launched as Japanese first LCC in May 2011 hand-in-hand with construction of LCCT
(T2) at KIX. LCC hub operations started in March 2012 at T1 & moves to T2 with its opening
in October 2012.

Peach is expected to have 17 aircrafts and 6 million annual passenger traffic at the end of 2015.
