The purpose of this study was to investigate the impact in the certainty of organizational task division
for organizational effectiveness achieved by fifth-grade students in elementary schools. This study adopted
experimental research technique and used ten fifth-grade classes of Wen-Hwa (pseudonym) Elementary
School in Kaohsiung City, R.O.C. as the accessible population. This research designed “Organizational
static effectiveness observation checklist I” & “Organizational static effectiveness observation checklist
II" which were scored and analyzed. Such statistical techniques as the single-factor analysis of variance,
the t-test were conducted on the raw scores of the two experiments, and the conclusions that follow were
derived:

1. The organizational effectiveness of organizational task division with high degrees of certainty 1s
significantly superior to that organizational task division with moderate and low degrees of certainty.

2. In tasks with low difficulty and with high familiarity, organizational task division with moderate
and low degrees of certainty has little impact on the organizational static effectiveness.

3. In tasks with high difficulty and low familiarity, organizational task division with moderate and
low degrees of certainty has little impact on the organizational efficiency.
