It has become a strong mandate for governments around the world to improve public
governance, the center of which lies in well integration between the governing and the
governed. By this logic, public participation should be one of the key elements that
link the governing and the governed and to achieve good govemance in public policy
formulation and implementation. In order to allow APEC economies to understand the
pluralism in ways of fostering public participation in recent years, Chinese Taipei
(representing the “Friends of the Chair” Group on Public Sector Governance [PSG
FotC]), together with Hong Kong, China (representing the “Friends of the Chair”
Group on Strengthening Economic Legal Infrastructare [SELI Fot(]), will hold a
120-minute policy discussion in 2016 EC2. This PSG-SELI joint event is expected to
provide a platform for economies to exchange successful initiatives that member
economies have designed to encourage public participation and transparency in policy
making and Implementation to cultivate innovative ideas as well as to leam from

some international organizations from their perspectives and experience in this regard.
