THE RISE OF CHINA AS A ECONOMIC AND MILITARY POWER

The 51st Naval Academy Foreign Affairs Conference asked its participants a simple question: Are
we in a new era of great power competition? The Panda or the Dragon roundtable sought to address the
question of a rising China, arguably the preeminent rising power of the 21st century. Over the course of 3
days, its delegates, representing civil and military institutions across the world, gathered together to share
their perspectives and discuss the implications of China’s military and economic development. Among sub-
topics discussed were Chinese perception of American influence, the clout of soft power, domestic influ-

ences on foreign policy, the double-edged sword of nationalism, and the future of China as a great power.

One of the first issues the roundtable discussed was how China views the presence of the United
States in Southeast Asia.. Making this discourse especially relevant was the reality that, at the time of writ-
ing, the carrier strike group USS Carl Vinson was on its way to the Korean Peninsula, ostensibly to conduct
joint drills with the Republic of Korean navy in anticipation of an upcoming North Korean missile test. On
the first day of the conference, President Donald Trump indicated his willingness to “solve the problem” of
North Korea with or without Chinese help. MIDN 2/C Seth Xie noted that “...respect for Chinese aims...”
was very important in ensuring optimal cooperation between the two powers during times of crisis. Brand-
er Suero concurred, adding that “diplomatic discussions backed with military power” were useful in quickly

reaching a solution.

The conversation later turned to the topic of soft power, and how China’s increasing economic
strength could be used to create influence around the globe. Yulia Lapina voiced her perception of China’s
rise as “peaceful...trying to promote its image”, and that not all of their endeavors were necessarily anti-US.

Jhana Gottlieb shared a similarly positive view, stating that China simply offers countries in Asia and Africa
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population clamoring for foreign victories and conquest of
& new lands would be fatal to the government if their desires
were not fulfilled. Substantial civil unrest in China would have
drastic implications for their future development as a great
power, and dire consequences for the present ruling party.

Finally, the roundtable discussed their predictions for
China’s future as a developing great power. Delegate Farwa
Shakeel shared her view of a more worldly Chinese people,
who are aware and appreciative of Western values, potentially
threatening the ruling party’s grasp on power in the future.

Lt Col Crothers’ response was likely the most simple yet accu-
rate statement shared during the roundtable's sessions:

foreign power like the United States. Vick Xu shared like views,
noting how the ruling Communist Party tries to minimize the pres-
ence of Western values in film and other commercial culture so as

“Yes.”

to keep its citizens from being exposed to ideas that run opposite
to the Party’s needs. Tying into their next topic, Professor Yu not-
ed that the manifestation of nationalism in China was very hard to
control, and could seriously pressure the government to pursue
what Hunter Stires called “nationalistic adventures” to quell com-
mon desire.

On the topic of nationalism, the assembled delegates
agreed that with a country as large and diverse as China, national-
ism was the only surefire tool the government could use to muster
the support of the people in a foreign policy endeavor. They also
agreed that the propaganda powers of the central government
would make it easy for Chinese leaders to ‘activate’ nationalism in
the event of a foreign conflict. However, as Professor Yu stated,
it’s not the creation of such sentiments that’s the challenge- it’s
their deactivation. While Chinese nationalism could be an incredi-
