» Two kinds of rules for campaigns that
seek to influence voters to support or
oppose candidates or parties:

— ‘Campaigners for/against parties or groups
of candidates must register with the
Electoral Commission if they want to
spend more than £20k. They must report
their spending and donations. Spending
limit of approximately £400k.

— Campaigners for/against one candidate
have a spending limit of £700. They are
not required to register and the police deal
with allegations about these campaigns.

If a party, its officials or a candidate does
not comply with legal or regulatory
requirements they may be subject to civil
or criminal sanctions
— Civil sanctions (Commission): fines and
non-financial penalties and forfeiture
— Criminal (police, public prosecutor and
courts): fines and imprisonment
« The Commission has powers to intervene
in cases of suspected serious breaches of
the rules — a ‘Stop Notice'.
