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Different Perspective of stakeholders on Sustainable Development of
the Marine-based Community in the Northeast of Taiwan

In recent years, Taiwan's Marine-based communities have faced the dilemma of sustainable
development. The UN's sustainable development goals (SDGs) provide important references
for developing Taiwan’s Marine-based community sustainably to link social, economic, and
environmental aspects. Therefore, the understanding of key factors for Marine-based
community sustainable development would be critical tasks for Taiwan. Based on above issues,
this study selected the northeast Marine-based communities as the research fields, and referred
to the relevant literature to design the questionnaire. In order to obtain the opinions of different
stakeholder groups regarding the choices and preferences in the assessed factors of the
sustainable development of the Marine-based community in the Northeast of Taiwan, the
Delphi method and the Analytic Hierarchy Process were adopted. The results showed that the
stakeholder groups have a consensus on the “ecological and marine resources” . These
results provide insight into the varying perspectives held by individual groups. According to
our findings, we suggested that accelerating the integration of different opinions might
facilitate appropriate solutions and effective negotiations in Marine-based communities.
