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AV Principles and Guidelines [DRAFT]

1. Enhancement of Safety: Automated/Autonomous Vehicles (AVs) hold great promise
to significantly increase the level of road safety, but may also introduce some new
risks. The APEC Auto Dialogue suppotts advaﬁcing the life-saving potential of
automation.

2. Technology Neutral: The APEC Auto Dialogue supports technology-neutral policies
that promote competition and innovation as a means to achieve the full safety, mobility
and economic potential of AVs, This approach should provide flexibility for the most
effective transportation and mobility solutions to emerge. '

3. Performance-based: The APEC Auto Dialogue supports standards and regulations
that are performance-based. This will help maintain an adequate level of flexibility and
adaptability for the technology development, industry application, and government
oversight of AVs.

4. Rational Standards/Regulations: The APEC Auto Dialogue respects the development
of technical standards and regulatory approaches that are global. Care should also be
taken to regulate AV at a pace that avoids disrupting the progression and advancement
of technologies and approaches.

5. Complementary Infrastructure: Facilitate the development of complementary
infrastructures and technologies that enhance the benefits of automation, such a's
communications betweenl vehicles and the surrounding environment.

6. Driver Information and Training: The APEC Auto Dialogue supports the
_development of measures to ensure that users of AVs are adequately informed and
trained on how to properly operate an AV and its system.

7. Trade Policies: The APEC Auto Dialogue supports trade policies (i.e., tariff and non-
tariff measures) that are no more restrictive than those trade policies associated with
conventional motor vehicles.

8. Testing: The APEC Auto Dialogue supports policies to ensure that testing is permitted
in the operational design domains that match where deployments will ultimately occur

(e.g.,. testing permitted in urban environments)

9. Market Scope: The APEC Auto Dialogue supports allowing the full application of
AV technology across the auto sectior (i.e. passenger (persons) and commercial (goods)
AVs, with no market caps or quotas.

10. Security and Privacy: The APEC Auto Dialogue recognizes the need to protect AV
owners'/drivers’ privacy and personal data security, while also ensuring that all AVs are
equipped with the appropriate software and related AV technologies to ensure their safe

operation.
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
