In general, a business visa for the European Union
suffices for a period of up to 90 days to stay in The
Netherlands. For some citizens coming from countries
suchs as Canada and the USA, a business visa is not

required or other rules may apply. A work permit is
required if representatives of companies want 1o ‘work
during their stay in The Netherlands. However, there
are some exceplions. Normal business aclivities are
allowed such as: attending business meetings (with
European companies or potential custome ). altending
events and seminars, carrying out commercial activities
such as negotiating, lead generation, closing deals and
organizing networking events. Please keep in mind you

will need a work and residence permit when your stay
exceeds a period of 90 days
