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ABSTRACT

Having successful experiences in 2017 and 2018, the Asian Development
Bank (ADB) welcomed Taiwan to continue holding the “2019 Knowledge
Sharing Seminar” (the Seminar) in the ADB headquarters in Manila. There
were three themes, “Water Supply System of Taipei City”, “Trash Collection
and Treatment of Taipei City” and “The Development of Smart
Transportation in Taipei”, were included in the Seminar. The contents of the
above themes successfully generated interactions and discussions among all
speakers and participants. The lectures were also well-rated basing on the
feedback from ADB officials.

In order to continue jointly organizing technical seminars with the ADB and
sharing the engineering experiences of Taiwan, Chinese institute of
Engineers (CIE) suggested to sign a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
with the Sustainable Development and Climate Change Department (SDCC)
of the ADB to establish a partnership and arranging the seminar on an annual
basis. The ADB recognized that the knowledge sharing seminars were
beneficial to facilitate best practices for infrastructure development of other
members. Therefore, by taking the occasion of holding the 2019 Seminar in
the ADB, both sides agreed to complete the signing of the MOU that will
provide more opportunities for Taiwanese engineering industries to

participate in the potential markets of the other ADB members in the future.
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
