9-11 MARCH 2022 TBT COMMITTEE MEETING

The Committee on Technical Barriers to Trade (hereafter "the Committee™) will hold its next
regular meeting on 9-11 March 2022, starting at 10 a.m. on 9 March. The regular meeting will be
preceded by Thematic Sessions dedicated to Conformity Assessment Procedures (on the topics of
accreditation and digital solutions) on 8 March, starting at 10 a.m.on 8 March. The WTO
Secretariat will hold a walk-in/virtual session on the new ePing SPS&TBT Platform on 10 March at
14:00. Members can consult documents for the meeting, as they become available, under the
"Documents" tab in the "Meetings" box on the WTO Homepage or through Documents Online. The
minutes of the last meeting of the Committee are contained in G/TBT/M/85. The following are the
proposed items for the agenda:

1 ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

The agenda is contained in WTO/AIR/TBT/22 issued on 11 October 2021. Delegations are
invited to indicate any items they may wish to raise under "Other Business" (Item 7).

2 IMPLEMENTATION AND ADMINISTRATION OF THE AGREEMENT
(A) Specific Trade Concerns (STCs)

Guidance to Members on the timeline for STCs and the use of eAgenda is provided in
Annex 1 to this document. Annex 2 to this document contains a list of STCs which
Members have communicated their intention to raise or support at the current
meeting. In giving Members the floor, the Chairperson will follow the order set out in
Annex 2 (first raising Members, followed by supporting Members). After all STCs have
been discussed, Members will be given an opportunity to update the Committee on
any progress made, including resolutions, of STCs raised at previous meetings. It is
noted that the oral record of the meeting is the definitive reference for the preparation
of the minutes.

(B) Exchange of Experiences
(i) Transparency

Under this agenda sub-item, the Chairperson will provide a report on the
informal meeting of 10 February in respect of transparency. Members will be
given the opportunity to provide updates with respect to new or revised Article
15.2 Statements. Information about Members' enquiry points is available on the
TBT Information Management System (TBT IMS). Members will be given the
opportunity to raise any other matter relevant to transparency. The Secretariat
will provide an update on the integration and upgrade of online tools. The
Secretariat will also provide an update on COVID-19 related notifications
submitted to the TBT Committee.

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(ii) Conformity Assessment Procedures

Kingdom (JOB/TBT/440). A new submission was provided by Indonesia
(JOB/TBT/439). This agenda sub-item may, as appropriate, be held in informal
mode.

The Chairperson will provide a report on the 8 March Thematic Sessions on
Conformity Assessment Procedures (on the topics of accreditation and digital
solutions).

Members wishing to raise any other matter relevant to conformity assessment
procedures will be given the opportunity to do so.

(iii) Follow-up on Committee Decisions and Recommendations

Under this agenda sub-item, Members will be given the opportunity to raise any
matter relevant to follow-up on Committee Decisions and Recommendations,
including those contained in the Ninth Triennial Review (G/TBT/46), or any
other previous Committee decisions and recommendations (G/TBT/1/Rev.14).

On COVID-19, the Chairperson will report on discussions that took place at the
informal meeting of 10 February on how the Committee can initiate its work on
COVID-19 and future pandemic preparedness (G/TBT/46, para. 8.4).

(C) Other Matters

Delegations wishing to raise any other matter relevant to Implementation and
Administration of the Agreement will be invited to do so under this sub-item.

Under this agenda item, Observers will be
given an opportunity to highlight any key issues with respect to these updates. The most
recent information on organizations whose requests for observer status are pending is
contained in G/TBT/GEN/2/Rev.17; a room document listing the requests is contained in
RD/TBT/1/Rev.9.

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1.1 Previously raised concerns
1.1.1 India - Mandatory Certification for Steel Products (ID 224)

1.1. The delegation of The Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu
provided the following statement. The Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and
Matsu remain concerned about the Steel and Steel Products (Quality Control) Order, 2020 on
electrogalvanized hot rolled and cold reduced carbon steel sheets and strips (IS 17404:2020).

As the IS 17404:2020 entered into force last year, our companies need to finish the mandatory
certification procedures to acquire certifications. However, our companies are still facing the
difficulties in receiving the on-site inspection visit by BIS due to ongoing impact of COVID-19 and
its associated quarantine policies.

We appreciate India for considering introducing relevant enabling provisions to undertake
virtual/remote inspection in steel sector. We are interested in knowing the current status of India’s
consideration and possible measures and timeline India would adopt.

For the purpose of assisting our companies to complete the certification process under this
situation, we would like to request India adopt more flexible alternative measures speedily, for
instance, granting provisional certificates via virtual inspection and conducting physical factory
inspection to issue the formal certificate after the quarantine policies are relaxed.

We look forward to a written response and continuing bilateral engagements with India on this
matter.

1.1.2 India - Quality Control Orders for Chemical and Petrochemical Substances (ID 630)

1.2. The delegation of The Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu
provided the following statement. The Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and
Matsu would like to reiterate its concerns about the Order issued by India’s Ministry of Chemicals
and Fertilizers on phthalic anhydride and n-butyl acrylate, and terephthalic acid, which were
notified by G/TBT/N/IND/116, G/TBT/N/IND/123 and G/TBT/N/IND/124.

Firstly, we would like to thank India for postponing the enforcement date on the products
concerned until June 22, 2022.

Secondly, given that the pandemic will not likely end in the short term and it is still difficult to
conduct on-site inspections under the current situation, we would like to urge India to postpone
the implementation of the above mentioned products once again. In addition, we still suggest that
India implement alternative measures during the pandemic regarding all products concerned, such
as allowing testing laboratories and inspection bodies from other WTO Members to participate in
the conformity assessment procedures and accepting their reports or remote factory inspection, to
address the difficulties of physical inspection resulted from international travel restrictions.

1.1.3 China - Draft Administrative Measures for Registration of Overseas Producers of
Imported Foods (ID 611)

1.3. The delegation of The Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu, Kinmen and Matsu
provided the following statement. Given the wide range of our food industries that have been or
may have been affected by this measure, the Separate Customs Territory of Taiwan, Penghu,
Kinmen and Matsu has been closely following the implementation of the measure. Many concerns
over the measure remain even after it took effect on January 1, 2022.

First, the lack of sufficient information about registration requirements and operational guidelines
on how to follow the requirements is one of the biggest difficulties we face. This issue is even more
critical for those facilities that need to file the application by themselves. Without sufficient
guidance, the facilities are unable to complete registration, and trade may be disrupted as a
consequence. To avoid trade disruption, we urge China to designate an inquiry point that can
provide effective and timely assistance for facilities to contact directly with concerns about the
online registration system. Also, we urge China to hold an information session in the WTO for trade
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partners to learn more about the General Administration of Customs of China (GACC)’s
implementation of the measure.

Second, there are also concerns over the measure’s review and approval procedure. Standard or
anticipated processing periods are unknown. So is the stage of the application. In addition, some
of our facilities were rejected by the GACC without further explanation, while others cannot correct
their application in the registration system.

Under Article 5.2.2 of the TBT Agreement, Members shall ensure that the standard processing
period of each conformity assessment procedure is published to the applicant and, upon request,
the applicant is informed of the stage of the procedure. We request that the GACC comply with the
requirements set out under the TBT Agreement, including the transparency requirement and
informing the applicant in a precise and complete manner of all deficiencies and allowing corrective
actions.

Third, other difficulties we face include the ambiguity of HS code categorization and the scope of
the products subject to this measure. Some of our facilities reported that their products have faced
customs clearance suspension for no reason.

Ever since China made notification to the WTO in 2020, we have expressed our concerns and
sought clarification from China several times through both bilateral channels and this forum;
however, we have yet to receive a sufficient and detailed response from China. We therefore once
again urge China to offer sufficient and detailed guidelines and designate an inquiry point. Also, as
any measure of this magnitude requires far more time for industries to implement, we urge China
to offer a longer grace period for implementation so as to avoid serious trade disruption. We also
suggest that China temporarily allow entry of all products from registered facilities. This additional
time will allow facilities to accurately enter or update the product information in their online
registration.
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
