This moment was so iconic that I turned it into a meme. It became very popular online and
even in real life, with people making masks, bags, and even car paint with the image. [
decided to mint the meme as an NFT and auction 1t off, with all profit going to a non-profit

organization that provides remote medical services. The NFT was called "The New Flag"
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and sold for 280,000 Japanese yen. It was the first time that a national-level meme was
turned 1nto concrete help through on-chain societal activity. This is an example of how

Taiwan can help, and 1t's similar to Japan's use of NFTs for local revitalization.

After that, we established a non-profit DAO to continue researching how to use web3 to
help more non-profit organizations in Taiwan. This 1s how I became interested in the
theory of plurality or radical exchange. Today, I am honored to have the opportunity to

discussed what plurality really means and share some examples from Taiwan. Thank you.

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— ~ What is Plurality?

In one sentence, Plurality 1s a concept that serves as a bridge between technology and

democracy. It can be a technical tool, an ideology, or a social movement.

The term "Plurality" was possibly coined by Audrey Tang and Glen Weyl at the Radical
Exchange Foundation. Since then, the foundation has used "Plurality" more than "Radical

Market" in terms like Plural Identity, Plural voting, Plural funding, and Plural Property.

Glen Weyl, 1n his article "Why I am a pluralist" in February 2022, defined what Plurality 1s
and what 1t 1s not. He believes that Plurality, as opposed to Pluralism, 1s more institutional
and can create more effective collaboration using new tools such as Al or web3. He also
describes himself as a cooperative liberal democratic pluralist, a mixture of ideologies.
Therefore, we can say that Plurality 1s possibly based on institutional pluralism and the

values mentioned above.

After the declaration, they established The Plurality Institute, with its motto "Cooperate
Across Diversity," which 1s the CAD principle, uses various technological tools such as
Smart Contracts and LLM (Large Language Model) to create collaboration between

diverse groups and create a better future.

The official definition of Plurality by MODA Taiwan includes two meanings:
interoperability and co-presence. Interoperability refers to creating standards that allow for
mutual exchange between systems and tools, such as the 5G standard or the Decentralised
Identity (DID) standard. Co-presence refers to enabling all voices to come together and
discuss 1ssues, as demonstrated by Audrey Tang at the Summit for Democracy (S4D) two

weeks ago, where she used the Pol.is tool to create a visual representation of value
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distributions. This 1s a form of co-presence. For more information, please refer to the

Collective Intelligence Project's article "Alignment Assemblies to Govern AL"

According to my research, there are two axes for executing Plurality: practicality and

purpose.

The first axis 1s whether the tool 1s accessible to the general public, which can be either uni
versal or forward-looking. Universal tools can be seen in large-scale policy discussions, su

ch as the vTaiwan platform's discussion of Uber and taxis in Taiwan. Forward-looking tool
s are often found in Proof of Concept projects by international think tanks, such as the Serp
ertine Gallery and Radical Exchange's collaboration on designing pricing and tax systems f

or artworks in the Future Art Ecosystem, as seen in PCO, Partial Common Ownership.

The second axis 1s based on different purposes, which are consensus-building and creating
public goods. For example, the Uber policy discussion aims to find consensus among
different industry groups, which 1s Cooperate Across Diversity, even from opposing sides.
Creating public goods involves designing systems to create a better collaborative
environment, such as the Distribution system of Gitcoin Grant, which uses Quadratic
Funding. This successful allocation system has made more people in the web3 ecosystem
use the same method. For example, token airdrops in the Cosmos blockchain ecosystem
have used so-called fairdrops, airdrop with the letter F at front, which is also a form of

Quadratic Distribution, to create more effective allocation scenarios.

Therefore, these two axes create four quadrants, which are:
1. Using tools to build consensus among the majority

2. Creating action consensus in forward-looking areas

3. Allowing the majority to use public goods

4. Creating public goods in forward-looking areas
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Many tools for executing Plurality have been mentioned in the book Radical Markets, such
as Quadratic Voting. The book also mentions other methods, such as the Harberger Tax or
PCO, which create effective asset liquidity, or data cooperatives that combat artificial
intelligence. Since the book was published 1n 2018, many of these concepts have been

implemented in various organizations.

Why do many of these cases occur in the web3 world? This 1s because the institutions
derived from Plurality often involve relatively complex mathematical calculations or
allocation processes that ordinary people may find difficult to calculate using only their
minds. Therefore, smart contracts, Al tools, and other technologies have become important
core tools. For example, Layer?2 blockchain Optimism recently completed the second round
of Retroactive public good funding (RetroPGF), matching millions of dollars with
mnovative projects that have been underway for some time, all because smart contracts
make 1t easy to perform complex calculations. The collective intelligence decision-making
platform Narwhal has also recently started using GhatGPT to automate the collation of

majority opinions.

Therefore, from the perspective of Plurality, highly developed technologies do not
necessarily need to be far from democratic society. The future world does not necessarily
have to be only two options, Abundance Technocracy or Accelerated Capitalism. In the

Plurality view, the third way has emerged, and it 1s called Digital Democracy.

Past projects

Taiwan has achieved many successes in digital projects through public-private
partnerships. For example, the tax filing system was improved by service designers from
the private sector, which ultimately created significant results. Taiwan's Presidential
Hackathon once used Quadratic Voting to create a more effective and fair evaluation
system, and the same system will be introduced in the upcoming large-scale data public

welfare evaluation project for social return of investment (SROI)

Forward-looking Project

The Plurality section will launch two forward-looking web3 projects this year,

Decentralized Identity (DID) and Impact Certificate.

Moda joined the W3C this year, the world's oldest and most authoritative internet
association. Last year, the association launched the extremely forward-looking W3C DID
Standard, which i1s likely to promote the development of Plural Identity in Plurality. DID
may strike a balance between centralized identity verification agencies and privacy. For
example, as long as you are a natural person in Taiwan, you can now obtain a Citizen
Digital Certificate. Thanks to the efforts of the Ministry of the Interior, this Digital

Certificate can now be used on mobile phones.

Now we want to link the citizen certificate to the DID standard, for example, creating a

pseudonymous Soul-bound token through natural person identity on the public blockchain.

This way, Taiwanese citizens can maintain anonymity in their daily lives and reveal their
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identity as Taiwanese when needed. Identity is the foundation of Plurality. Based on
natural person identity, we can create more possibilities, such as electronic voting, e-
residency international exchange, automated KYC (know your customer), basic income, or

experiments between plural property.

Maintaining a privacy from identity is very important in today's society, on the one hand,
to avoid the threat of surveillance capitalism, and on the other hand, to avoid the
infiltration of totalitarian governments. In addition, in the era of artificial intelligence,

traceable 1dentity and data are becoming more and more important.

The second topic we are going to do 1s impact certificate. We are about to collaborate with
Taiwan's web3 open source community to research impact certificates, which can be
applied in more areas, such as Open Source Community, Public Money/Public Code, and

Social Impact Bond, etc.

Perhaps 1n the next panel, Noah Yeh can supplement us with more information. Simply
put, we want to use HyperCerts developed by Protocol Lab as the impact certificate for
open source workers. And use the concept of Token-bound license to bind the license
terms of the open source code contributed by the open source worker to the impact
certificate. Then the public sector acquires these impact certificates, puts them into a

unified open repository for open source code, and finally declares Public Domain license,

such as CCO.

The benefit of doing this 18 that open source workers and the public sector work together to
create digital public goods and create stackable contributions under clear licensing rules.
Social Impact Bond has many successful cases in the real world, and it should be easier to

execute 1n the digital world.
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The above 1s moda's work on Plurality that will be launched soon.
