I know the screen is probably hard to see but….The green swath shown on the plan to the right is the AirTrain right of way. 

There will be 4 stations:
Starting from the south - Station 1 to serve New Terminal A
Future Station 2 to serve Future Terminal B
Station 3 to serve existing Terminal B, C and P4
And Rail Link to serve connections to Amtrak and NJ Transit 

At the North end of the alignment there will be a maintenance and control facility as well
