The Canine Unit program in OIRSA region began

in 2018. At this moment we have over 90 service
dogs for agricultural quarantine protection.

In Dominican ReBublic, an innovative procedure
was implemented in 2021 due to the declaration
of presence of ASF, making the non-intrusive
inspection in origin in departure passengers to
prevent potentially risky products to reach free of
disease countries.

Additionally, the canine unit has been adding new
interest scents in their olfactory memory. Last
April, a group of 21 canine units, traveled to
Panama to impregnate in their olfactory memory,
the scent of New World Screwworm (NWS) to
strengthen inspection of animals in borders and
animal mobilization check-points.
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
