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1.Scope

1.1 The ICG is committed to organising events that are inclusive, respectful, and held in a
safe environment. All Committee & Technical Commission (TC) Members and participants
are expected to behave with integrity and respect towards fellow Committee & TC Members,
event hosts and participants attending or involved with any ICG event.

1.2 It is important for all Committee & TC Members to understand that their actions can
reflect on the ICG. They should stnve to uphold the values and standards outlined in this
Code of Conduct at all times.

2.Accountability

2.1 The Code of Conduct applies to all ICG Committee & TC Members, including the
Executive Committee and all individuals appointed to any Committee or Commissions. It
applies across all ICG events including meetings, conferences and assemblies, receptions,
technical events, expert meetings, visits and the annual ICG Games.

2.2 The ICG Executive Committee will be responsible for implementing the Code of
Conduct. The ICG Safeguarding Officer will be responsible for investigating and the fact-
finding exercise.

3.Confidentiality and GDPR compliance

3.1 All ICG Committee & TC Members have a responsibility to ensure that confidential
information is handled in accordance with the law and regarding the best interests and
reputation of the ICG.

3.2 Confidential information must not be used for pnvate purposes or to harm the ICG. It

must not be used to maliciously damage the reputation of others. Confidential information
must not be disclosed to the media or any other third party without the prior authority of the
Executive Committee.

4. General conduct and behaviour

4.1 Behaviour should always be honest, ethical, impartial, and dedicated to promoting the
positive role of the ICG. Upholding these standards is crucial for maintaining the integnty
and reputation of the ICG.

4.2 If a Committee Member's conduct or behaviour falls below these standards, then the
disciplinary provisions ICG outlined in this Code of Conduct will apply. This will ensure
accountability and reinforces the commitment of the ICG to its core values and principles.

4.3 The Code of Conduct may also apply in respect of historical conduct or behaviour. This
means that even historical conduct or behaviour can be subject to scruting under the Code
of Conduct. For example, if a Committee or TC Member has acted in a way in the past that
now, in retrospect, could be seen as damaging to the reputation of the ICG, this could
potentially be a breach of the Code of Conduct. Similarly, actions camed out while not
directly representing the IC(, but which could reasonably be seen as bringing the ICG into
disrepute, may also fall under the purview of the Code of Conduct.

5.Prohibited conduct - Harassment

‘Harassment i1s any improper or unwelcome conduct that might be reasonably expected or

be perceived to cause offence or humiliation to another person.” (Ref: UN Code of Conduct -
UN.orgfeode of conduct)

5.1 Harassment in any form because of gender, gender identity and expression, sexual
onentation, physical ability, physical appearance, ethnicity, race, national ongin, political
affiliation, age, religion, or any other reason is prohibited at ICG events including meetings,
conferences and assemblies, receptions, technical events, expert meetings, wisits,
workshops and the annual ICG Games.

5.2 Sexual harassment is a specific type of prohibited conduct. Sexual harassment is any
unwelcome conduct of a sexual nature that might reasonably be expected or be perceived
to cause offence or humiliation. Sexual harassment may involve any conduct of a verbal,
non-verbal or physical nature, including written and electronic communications, and may
occur between persons of the same or different genders.

Examples of sexual harassment include, but are not limited to:

+ Making derogatory or demeaning comments about someone’s sexual onentation or
gender identity.

+ Name-calling or using slurs with a gender/sexual connotation.

» Making sexual comments about appearance, clothing or body parts.

+ Rating a person’s sexuality.

+ Repeatedly asking a person for dates or asking for sex.

» Stanng in a sexually suggestive manner.

+ Unwelcome touching, including pinching, patting, rubbing or purposefully brushing up
against a person.

+ Making inappropriate sexual gestures, such as pelvic thrusts

+ Shanng sexual or lewd anecdotes or jokes.

+ Sending sexually suggestive communications in any format.

» Shanng or displaying sexually inappropriate images or videos in any format.

+ Attempted or actual sexual assault, including rape.
{Ref: UN Code of Conduct - UN orgrbode of conduct)

6.Breach

6.1 If a Committee or TC Member is accused of a breach of this Code of Conduct ICG's
disciplinary process will be intiated.

6.2 A proven breach of this Code may necessitate removallexpulsion from ICG.

7 Complaints Process

7.1 An individual who wishes to raise a complaint against an ICG Committee or TC Member
can report the matter confidentially to the ICG Executive Committee or the Safeguarding
Officer. An individual who witnesses harassment can also report the incident/s.

7.2 Interim suspension of all ICG activity and responsibilities, access to ICG meetings,
events, and Games, including registration, will take place with immediate effect, while an
investigation and fact-finding investigation is conducted.

7.3 This would include the prohibition of all direct and indirect communication with anyone
connected to the ICG, including future Host Cities, until a final decision 1s made by the
Committee.

7.4 Falure to comply with this would result in Iimmediate and automatic
expulsionftermination from the ICG.

1.5 The Safeguarding Officer will conduct a fact-finding investigation and will provide a report
to the Executive Committee at the conclusion.

7.6 Based on the findings of the investigation, the ICG Executive Committee will be expected
to take appropriate action in accordance with its applicable policies, regulations, and rules,
which would include making appropniate recommendations to the Committee at the earliest
opportunity.

Examples of appropriate action may include, but are not limited to:

+ Requesting the perpetrator to immediately stop the offending behaviour.

+ Suspending or terminating access fo the [CG's events or meetings and/or refusing
registration at future Games, events, or meetings.

+ Conveying the complaint, where appropnate, to any investigative or disciplinary
authonty, including the ICG Committee, with junsdiction over the person accused of
harassment.

+ Conveying a report fo the employer or entity with jurisdiction over the person

accused of harassment for appropnate follow-up action.

1.7 The victim of alleged harassment may also seek legal advice and help from other
relevant authorities, such as the police.  An individual should never knowingly make a false
or misleading claim about prohibited conduct.

8.Prohibition of retaliation

8.1 Threats, intimidation or any other form of retaliation against an individual who has made
a complaint or provided infermation in support of a complaint are prohibited.

The ICG Executive Committee will take any reasonable appropnate action needed to
prevent and respond to retaliation.

9. Review

9.1 This Code shall be subject to review as required and at least every two years at the
ICG Committee meeting.
